This 15 impossible, son. God doesn’t charge a person with
something more than his power and ability. Thase people
are able to overcome their troubles with strength and
forbearance unknown to them. Remember vour experience
yesterday, could you imagine that you would have borne
thal doubl which shocked all your indisputable religious
ideologies?

You're right Dad. T couldn't imagine thal I'd bear thal. |
thought that I'd become a disbeliéver or turn mad.

Now you are neither disbeliever nor mad. You were ahle
to endure that tribulation, but vou were not aware o vour

ahility. God made that clear to you and 1o those whao think
fhat they re unable to bear certain difTiculties.

While reading Quran, | sometimes pass by the story of
Abraham and how God commanded him to sacrifice his
son, He woke up and told the dream to his son Ishmael,
who instantly agreed and said: “Q my father!

In the
future, you might encounter someone who would answer
your doubls with erroncous answers which may result in
pushing you away lrom religion, Then you may not find
the right person lo consult and to resolve the problem.
Hence, God forbid, you'll be in Satan’s domain of vices
which will divert your way to God.

Glory o God, It seems that you know what's on in my
mind. 've been suffering rom some doubts about
different aspects of religion for sometime and 1 wanted 1o
discuss them with vou, but | couldn’c | won't hide o that |
tried Lo approach several people seeking lor answers and
then finally Tound a clergyman, representalive of a
religtous institution who was in his eightics, When [ asked
him a queston, he pomnted to his car. [ repeated my
guestion louder Jbut he couldn™ understand my question
and | couldn®t grasp his reply, it seemed that he's living in
another era lalking aboul some prehistoric things that [
couldn™t understand. Aflerwards | realized that he only
answered with ves or no, forbiddea ar not forhidden, As
fur as I"'m concerned my question reguired more han 4
shorl answer with yes or no, [ was nol granted mucl
attention, When | looked around. [ didn™t see anyvone close
lo my age. | couldn™t comprehend what was going on
around me, except the discussion of seme businessmen
compromising seme religious dues to be levied as if
I'rophet Mohammad was sent to be @ levy collectar, not a
guide for people! Then | heard thal this money was
intended to be spent on the aflairs of the religion aboul
which T came enguining but Faund no answers

Wail a minute, son. You can’l talk ke this. Choose vour
path calmly and lollow those who turned to God withour
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repentance, Don't be hateful 10 such people; they are
helptul in their regions; they have done a losb o Lhewr
people, So 11's not [air to compare the old style services to
the current needs,

But Dad, can wou believe that the Prophet was only
answering  enquines?!  Were  his  relations  and
responsibilities restricled to merchants emly? Had he
ipnored the vouth?

No! Mever! He answered all enquiries aboul ideologies,
ethies or rules. He was advising and preaching without
seeing 11 as degrading or having any drawhuacks. Generally
speaking, all prophets paid attention te youth whe
constituted  the forefront of the believers in bearing
heavenly duties. Dido’t you read that: “But none believed
in Moses except some children of his peaple, hecause of
the fear of Pharaoh and his chiefs, lest they should
persecute them” This offspring was the youlh who were
enthusiastic and sacrificed sincerely. That was what the
Cave Companions (Seven Sleepers of Ephesus) did and as
you know they were not old people, but they were young
“We relate to thee their story in truth: they were youth
wha believed in their Lord, and We advanced them in
puidance.”

Yes, because you were secking my content not God's.

Il had domnated [tar
aboul threc guarters of the last century and 11 was
supported by huge political, economical and  mulitary
power. Threats and inducements were intensively used to
spread  atheism.

But, Dad, | heard that the habut of asking many questions
is not recommended, and God had prohibited this habit in
the Quran. [laven™t you heard of this verse: “€ ye wheo
believe! Ask not questions about things which, if made

Moreover, there was the story of the Cow and the people
of lsrael and how they were pul to the test and stmicken
because they were importunate with queries.

Listen to me, son. This is a completely different subject.
Queries are forbidden if they cause harmy; gueries which
are not about the ideology of the religion, bul are details
that would be of no help to anyone, i not damaging. An
example of that is the story of the cow in Suarah of al-
Bagarah. God asked the people of Fsracl 1o sacrifice a
cow. It was sufficient to obey the command and 1o
sacrifice any cow available. Il they had done what they
were commanded, 1t would have been for their own good,
but they started asking question aller question ahout the
cow’s [eatures, color and nature, So when God saw their
hesitation, disobedicnce, amd delay in performing the
command, which revealed their deviation and desire 1o
postpone and disagree. [Te narrowed the choice scope as a
penalty [or their disagreemenl and delay of fulfilling
God’s command, glory and praise be to Him. These types
of guestions are forbidden. However, questioning about
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the rehigion and especially the wdeologeal aspects that
originate from a person’s concern o know, understand
and perceive instead of following others blindly, is one of
the holicst tasks that human beings can adhere Lo, So ask
anything you want, my son, and don’t hesilate, There is
nothing we are afraid of in our religion whether addressed
by youth or old

O Dad! Will vou answer my former twoe questions or
shall 1 present the third one?

As vou like, | don't wanl to pul any pressure or resiriet
your thoughts even with the types of questions you ask or
wilh their sequence. You know that influencing your
thoughts 15 not good and rejected by human’s natures. It
represents a weak weapon against the different intellectual
sireams and is not any longer possible in the twenty [irst
gentury where aceessing all kinds ol mformation s
feasible now even to a little boy living in any part of the
world. One can get any sort of information about anything
by o single click, So how do the narrow-minded apply
then intellectual tutelage on youth? Ask and don't be
alrand,

First of all, answer my (irst lwao queslions, please.

OK! Your question was: has the Quran presented any
proof other than the innpate reasoning to prove the
existence of God? The answer is that it leads to other
praols oo, The most important ones arc:

(1) The organization proof. (2) The purpose prool
The response to the other question which was about the
way Ciran argues with infidels about God:

Maost of the infidels didn't explicidy deny belief in God.
'hey disclaimed Heavenly religions. The discussion about
God's existence was very rare. For example, Pharach and
Nimrod were among those who claimed 1o be gods, There
were some interesting discussions between them and the
praphets about this subject. Apart from that, most of the

discussions with the prophets were about propheey and ils
lesiimacy; there were debates about what the prophet
brought of laws and instructions that should be oheved hy
people in order to be granted Paradise and be saved from
hell in the hereafter. The mfidel's attitude was denyimg the
prophecy 1o free themselves of responsibilities and
disclanming the herealter to hide their nature, which fears
God’s punishment.

Dad, I'd like o hear the discussion thal teok place
between Pharaoh and Moses aboul monotheism.

Pharaoh said to his people 1 am vour areal lord.” [Ru
Moses and his brother faced Pharach fatefully  and
defeated him thoroughly when they addressed him as
‘God's: servant’. They were commanded 1o deliver a
specilic message from God:

“Verily we are apostles sent by thy Lord: Send forti,
therefore, the Children of Isvael with us, and affiice them
not: with a Sign, indeed, have we come from thy Lord!
And peace o all whe follow guidance!”

Mharach was shocked by falsifyving his claims abou being
the greal lord. So he tried to change the course of
discussion by asking them: “Who is vaur Ciod, Moses?™
Muses replied:

“Onur Lovd is e Who gave to each fereated) thing its

Jorm and  nature, and  further, save (it guidance.”

Fhis way Moses gave his ideology a cornprehensive
universal dinmension, Thus Pharaoh tned w change the
subject again so he gueried ahout the past gencrations
what about the st generation?

Fhese type of questions attempt 1o lead the discussion to
an endless muze because they were aboul unknown Loprics
that no one had ever heard of. Also. answering such
guestions wouldn™t be uselul 1o the actual debate. So
Moses replied with a gently and wiselv and brought him
back (o the mam subject when he said:

“The knowledge of what you have asked only God knows
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about, in a Boolk where my God neilher goes wrong nor
forgets.” Then Moses continued his talk aboul God as
lallows: “has made for yeu the Edarth [like o carpet
spread onut; has enabled you to go about therein by roads
(and channels); and has sent down water from the sky.”
With it have We produced diverse pairs of plants, each
different from the others.”

When Pharaoh, just like anyone who Fears lor s worldly
life, found no wav lo escape that embarrassing situation,
he turned to his audience, shouting cheap accusations
calling Moses names: liar, magician, saying:

“(Pharaeh) said to the Chiefs around him: This is indeed
a sorcerer well-versed.”

He also added: " Tready your apostle who fias been sent to
you is a veritable mudman!”

Reluting the accusation, Moses responded politely and in
a prophetic cloquence: “Lord of the East and the West,
and all between! If ye only had sense.”

And then he addresses the audience: “Your Lord and the
Lord of your forefathers!” That means il you believe tha
Pharach is your god then who was your God belore the
hirth of Pharach? Who was vour ancestors’ god?

How nice is this talk! It is a combination of simplicity and
depth, power in inference and conciseness in style,

This is the language al prophets and those who lTollow
their ways. While the followers of Pharaoh chose the
language of wccusations, discrediting, and lying they also
mobilized the general public 10 make them encmics of
prophets and pious people. You can find the same debate
between Nimrod and Abraham (Peace Be Upon him)

Nimred and the Father of all prophets (Abrabam).

Abraham stated the domination of God over all mankind
and Tlis eontrol of their lives and death, as follows:
“My God is the one who grants lile and bring death, and
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this 15 a rational proof of Ilis Lordship (Praise and glory
be ta ITim), I 15 [Te Who possesses all that concerns
human beings lrom the beginning to the end.” No lim
pseudo-god can survive against this powerful rational
proot by false pretence and fabrication. [le c¢ould only
cheat simple public by claiming that he's able 1o bring life
and death. "T'o prove that Nimrod called for two prisoners
who were sentenced to death; he pardoned one and set
him free; then he said: | granted him life because | saved
him from death. Then he killed the other and said: T killed
this one so I'm the one who grants life and death,
When Abraham found  himself in front of a greal
humbugger who used forgery and falsilication to keep his
control aver public’s minds, he resorted to a different way
that revealed Nimrod's deception before the nation:
“But it is Allah that cansed the sun to rise from the Easi:
Do thou then cause him to rise Srom the West." Thus
was he confounded who (in arvogance) rejected Juith.”
So this process uncovered the fact that leads to believe in
the real God and displays Nimrod's lies.

Peace be upon the Father of Prophets, T feel special love
for this great Prophet, who destroyed the idols, hung the
halchet on the neck of the biggest idol, and said: “Na 'y
this was done by him- this is their biggest ope.”

The number of atorms
each single protein is 40,000, [f we say that the 92
chemical elements in the world are distributed random]y,
then the possibility of mixing these five elements togcther
to make one single protein component can be caleulated to
know the quantity that should be mixed in order to mitle
this component and 10 know the duration of this process.
I'ne  Swiss mathematician, Charles Yujengay, has
calculated the probable time required for (he above-
mentioned processes. He lound owl that the probability of
having the opportunity for the random formation of
protemn is /10160 which means that (he process may have
lo be repeated over and over 10160 times in order to end
with the formation ol one protein component.  [his
number s pot expressible in simple words. Another
interesling fact is that the amount of substances required
tor the farmation of one protein component by chance (ar
exceeds all the substances currently available in the world
by millions of times. The duration invelved in the randon
formation of (his single protein element on the surface of
the Karth is endless billions of vears. The Swisy
mathematician  estimated the period as 10243 years,
Proteins are formed ol long chains of amino acids. So how
doe the constituents match? [T they were formed in an
alternative way, they would not be suitable for living and
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sometmes they turn into twxing. The British scientist, 1.
B Leathes, has caleulated the number of reactions
necessary in one of the simple proteins and he found out
that 11t would Be 1048 Therelore, it's rationally impossible
for the enlire reactions Lo oceur randomly just to [orm one
sigle protein component

Or
respec! my parenls and society and accept what they
taught me?

It musl have been a hard choice Tor yvou then!

The information 1 the book was supported by striking
phatos which consolidated those lacts. Bul he organized
the information in a misleading way as to perplex and
confuse simple minded readers. | was like a villager who
has just come to the capital of his country wondering
about evervthing with a [feching of awe, daze and
happingss.

It was the [irst ime ["'ve read a book that destroys religion
completely: it showed how whal my people, society,
family, cveryone 1 knew including mysell believed in was
wrong, All traditions, religious practices, prayers and
social relationships were false. Whal we believed n or
practiced was either derived from religion or related to
religion somehow and because the whole religion 1s based
on [aith of God, then everything would collapse il what
this book claims turns to be true.

Bul hedshe
ig in doulbt about whether a chapter is included or not in
an exam and then he decided to study that chapler anyway
to be on the sale side,

Yes, exactly! In our Islamic history, there were many
ideological streams posing doubts about the relymous
principles.

Is it
acceptable 1o follow their footsteps in everything because
we rospoect their progress in technology'?
It"s nol wise to admire everything in the Western society.
It is necessary to question every idea even il iUs presented
by someone who claims that it is a scientific concepl.
That's how | Tound oul that Salama Musa had deceived
me by presenting Darwin's theory as a confirmed
seientific fact when later [ [ound out that Darwin himsell
didn’t [ully believe what Salama Musa advocated. Salama
was simply misleading his rcaders by leading them to
Hell.

So you started your research by rejecting both  the
imitation of traditional customs and the dazzle of every
new or modern thing.

Yes! It was so. | began reading hooks which were either
proving the existence of God or denying His existence. In
the beginning, | read the books, which were written by
those scholars or semi-scholars, that were available in the
bookstores.,. | found sincere attempls and honest
intentions for guiding people to the right path but they
addressed the older generation.

It was just when the
political parties  began  spreading  the  maleralistic
ideology, known as Dialectics Materialism. [1 was a
necessary siep to penclrate politically inside the Soviel
Union. Hence, Materalistic concepts. in this siluation,

He
macked of the personality of the Prophet of Islam, his conduct
and thoughts, The whole Western World, with 1ts political and
cultural institutions, moved to defend the intelleciual freedom
which wis, according to them, demonstrated in Salman Rushdy's
personality.

This paradox was carried further to the Weslern judicial system
when a proup of Muslims filed a lawsuit against Rashdy in the
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UK. The case was rejected! They found out that British law stands
agams! slandering Christianity and Judaism but does not do the
same for Islam! Therefore, according to the British law Rushdy
cannot be pumshed lor offending thousands millions of Muslims
in the UK and across the world.

But [
leared the influcnce of that atheist on those believers at
the residence. Also, he might think that his evidence
cannot be defeated! This might result in weakening those
people with shaken faith. Thus 1 decided o0 go.
There, 1 found the atheist and we had a discussion, He was
challenging. .. | maneuvered around in a practical way but
he was not rational, He insisted that any thing cannot be
seen is not a fact. At that moment | found il necessary to
use another method in manipulating the discussion. So |
wiltingly asked him: “Would vou please tell me, who is
your father?” He replied “My father? My [ather’s name
is..."" Then | said “Tlow can you prove that he's vour
[ather? Did you see with your own eyes that,,. 7"
[ wish you were there to sec how he stultered trying to
answer in [ront of his colleagues.

Good debate! But it was offending, Dad!

Should | respect him, while he didn’t respect God or even
respecl his mind?

This is called contradiction method which says “Make
them abide whatever they are abiding by willingly " 11’z
an casy-to-apply principle and proven to achieve good
results. This rule can be applied (o defeat many ill-
supported ideas and put of disarray feeble minded people
with weak reason.

Would you please give me an example?

For instance, skepticism... [ts  followers question
everylhing and they believe thal there are no facts. They
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see evervihing questionable and uncertain. So there 1s not
a single case to be trusted. They deal with faith in a
skeptical manner and hence spread doubt to those who
believe in God. You know that if a human being is
skeptical about God, praise and glory to Him, and doesn’t
bother looking for the faith seriously, he will be
averwhelmed by Satan and he will forget God.

The skeptic principle can be defeated by one queston:
“Are you sure your prineiple 15 right or aré you in doubt
of 17"

Therefore, 1f they were completely sure about their
principle, then their principle would be defeated because
of their “absolute affirmation.” On the other hand, il they
were doubtful aboul their principle, it wouldn't be
possible to believe in something which we're doubtful
aboul.

I've read about the skeptic philosophy which spread in
different periods throughout history, but it does not exist
anymore,

I1"s not the case, son! In recent history there are skeptical
philosophers and skeptic streams that have followed this
principle. The mos! significant ones are those enshrouded
with science, For instance, the one which was posed by
Marxism when they claimed that the material is the base
of exastence and there is no existence except for material,
It’s the origin of all conditions, situations and concepls,
Material development leads to the development of
intellect because intellect is the reflection of material.
Since material is in continuous development, inlellect
keeps up with the same pace and with each step ol
material development new ideas come up. Those ideas get
their value from the harmony and consistency with the
materials [rom which they are derived. According to this
theory, truth and falsehood, reality and unreality are taken
by the same measurement, So there 15 no absolute reahity,
but it's related to the condition from which it has
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originated. The material is in continuous development and
so 1s intellect which follows material progress. Thus there
is no absolute reality to be believed in at all times,

This 15 an extremely dangerous idea because 11 destroys
religion and all its concepts such as the existence of God
glory to Him,

Exactly! The Marxist creed says: The idea ol God's
existence 15 an outcome of the religious thinking which is
a reflection of means of production. Monotheism 15 a0
more advanced stage of religious idess which passed
through a period of polytheism. The development of
means of production has led mankind into abolishing the
concepl of God, “Saran hay maode thely deeds seem
pleasing in their eyes, and has kept them away from the
Pach.”

Yes. It's a religion wilh ideclogical, economical and
political organizations. It has basics for personal and
social relationships too._. It 15 a religion, but not a religion
from God. 1 know that this word surprised vou, but 1711
talk 1o yvou some other time about the meaning of religion
for there is no human being withoul & religion. Even those
who fight religions have a religion or some sort ol a
religion, But [ prefer to postpone talking about this subject
and continue our discussion aboul the relativism of reality
that Marxism had preached. So how do you respond to
their religion and how do you reject therr ideology?

It is obvious, Dad! 1T there is no absolute reality, their
ideology is nonsense. According to what they say; the
relative reality 1s a result of a specific materialistic
condition, therelore, 1t won't exist when the maternalistic
conditions are changed.

which means it ig created. In philosophers® lerminelogy., 1
15 called: an event but nol cternal... There is nothing
amuong the living and non-live creaturey that is eternal and
ageless. Therefore every living thing was formed out of a
tormer living thing, and every inanimate thing was formed
from a previous inanimate matler... until we resch the
primary material for all beings, Tt iy what Frank Allen
discussed when he described the sceond law  of
Thermodynamics. He proved that the universe has a
specified age. That is, it existed al a specilic time.
Therelore, every single part of the universe is created and
there should be a Creator who should bhe sgeless or
eternal, not a resull of an event,

Here you are, The question is,.. Why there is no Creator
for God?

Let’s assumne that God has a Creator 100... The question
will be repetitive. Isn't it?

Yes... assume that we ask: who has created this Creator?
Well... Let's look profoundly into this repetitive question
It this question was repeated millions of times, would we
reach a Creator that no one has ereated and His existence
is ageless and eternal and Who doesn’t have t be created
for His existence (or as philosophers state “a compulsory
existence’)?

You know
that it is proved by geological discoveries that animals and
plants were created afler a span of time when they weren't
existent and thal was known after investigating the layers
of the Earth. You found out that the lasl layer was cmpty
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of any living sign, Thus, there was a lime when there were
ne living creatures. Then, throuph the reaction of the
elements and molion,; certain compounds were formed.
Such compounds were mixed in specilic proportion,
which Termed the living subject.

Then, whal we see as animals and plants
ig the [rud of such reactions. A human being is also one of
the animals, which the development ol this evolution
process has produced. Tluman beings are similar 1o other
animals in every respeet except in their higher rank of
evolution and level of mental development,”

I After the author completed his screening of the
materialists” theory, he started his rattonal argument:

“After an honest investigation, 1 found that the cornerstone of
this theary is your beliel in the agelessness ol material
Therefore, if you helieve that malerial is ageless, you waon't
helieve in God who ereated it and you won't consider the
dilferent types of materals, then motion was necessary o
compliment  such  phenomenon.  Otherwise,  ereation ol
different  materinls would be difficult to furnish, Thus,
material and motion were the two [aclors which brought about
all the creation in the world. On the other hand, if you
assumed the creation of material, then you have no choice bul
to believe in God Who has brought about all materials’ vast
varieties, and you won'l go into a course ol denying the
existence of God and attributing the ereation 1o an aceident
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based on the probability theory. Such a theory assumes that
there is no mtention, planning or aim in all what we witness in
the world, living and non- living!

In erder 1o refute this theory, it is necessary to prove thal
matter is not eternal but created. An investigator of your
theory will lind three main points which are difficult to be
proven at the same tme, [[ one or two points were proven the
third one would be disproved. The first point is the
assumptions of eternity of material and ity motion which are
associated since ever, The other point is the onset of the living
creatures Lhat were discovered through archeological work on
the layers of the Earth. Those creatures which included all
animals. plants and human beings that were created at the end
of the evolution process and the human being 15 the most
recent. The third point is that material and motion are
associated and eternal which have produced all things in the
world whether living or non-living. Such martial, molion and
the result of diverse forms of life and lifeless entities were
brought about with intention, planning and will. This entails
that material and motion have given creation in the form of
cause amd elfect.
