The Holy Prophet used to stress the importance and reward
of committing the Qur'an to memory. And hundreds of
people responded to this prophetic enjoinment. As the
eagerness of the people for memorizing the Holy Book
increased, The Holy Prophet selected four principal
instructors who Learnt the Qur'an under the personal
guidance of the Holy Prophet and then trained others who,
in Their turn, used to teach it to still others. These four
were:

1. Abdullah bin Mas'ud

2. Salim Maula Abi Hudhaifa

3. Ma'adh bin Jabal

4. Ubayy bin kaab

The number of people who had memorized the whole
Qur'an during the life—time of the Holy Prophet was so
great that in the battle of Yamama, fought just six months
after the death of the Holy Prophet, 700 (or 500) Huffadh
were killed in one day only.
