This is what the Lord Almighty... says: "Listen! I am going to
bring on this city and the villages around it every disaster I
pronounced against them, because they were stiff-necked and
would not listen to My words."

He did evil in the eyes of the Lord, his God and did not hum-
ble himself before Jeremiah the Prophet, who spoke the word
of the Lord. (2 Chronicles, 36:12)

A little while, and the wicked will be no more; though you
look for them, they will not be found. But the meek will in-
herit the land and enjoy great peace. (Psalms, 37:10-11)

When pride comes, then comes disgrace, but with humility

comes wisdom. (Proverbs, 11:2)

Pride goes before destruction, a haughty spirit before a fall.
(Proverbs, 16:18)

Humility and the fear of the Lord bring
wealth and honor and life. (Proverbs, 22:4)

... He [God] looks upon the lowly, but the
proud He knows from afar. (Psalms,
138:6)
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The fear of the Lord teaches a man wisdom, and humility

comes before honor. (Proverbs, 15:33)

This is the one I esteem: he who is humble and contrite in

spirit, and trembles at My word. (Isaiah, 66:2)

He [God] has showed you, O man, what is good. And what
does the Lord require of you?

Will you steal and murder, commit adultery and perjury,
burn incense to Baal and follow other gods you have not
known, and then come and stand before Me in this house,
which bears My Name, and say, "We are safe"—safe to do all
these detestable things? (Jeremiah, 7:9-10)
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My son, if sinners entice you, do not give in to them. If they
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say, "Come along with us; let's lie in wait for someone's
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blood, let's waylay some harmless soul." (Proverbs, 1:10-11)

Adultery Is Prohibited

You shall not commit adultery. (Exodus, 20:14, Deuterono-

But be sure you do not eat the blood... You must not eat the
blood... Do not eat it, so that it may go well with you and
your children after you, because you will be doing what is
right in the eyes of the Lord. (Deuteronomy, 12:23-25)

But you must not eat the blood. (Deuteronomy, 15:23)
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Eating the Flesh of Dead Animals
Is Prohibited

He must not eat anything found dead or torn by wild ani-
mals, and so become unclean through it. I am the Lord. The
priests are to keep My requirements... (Leviticus, 22:8-9)

The priests must not eat anything, bird or animal, found
dead or torn by wild animals. (Ezekiel 44:31)

Therefore I command you to be openhanded toward your

You made the heavens, even the hi-
ghest heavens, and all their starry host, the earth and all
that is on it, the seas and all that is in them...

The poles for carrying the table were made of
acacia wood and were overlaid with gold. (Exodus,

37:15)

Timber Panelling

So he built the house, and finished it; and he covered the
house with beams and planks of cedar. (1 Kings, 6:9)

He built the walls of the house within with boards of cedar:
from the floor of the house to the walls of the ceiling, he cov-

ered them on the inside with wood; and he covered the floor
of the house with boards of fir. (1 Kings, 6:15)

And he built twenty cubits on the sides of the house, both the
floor and the walls with boards of cedar. (1 Kings, 6:16)

There was cedar on the house within, carved with buds and open

flowers: all was cedar; there was no stone seen. (1 Kings, 6:18)
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The inmost place was twenty

cubits long, twenty wide and

twenty high. He overlaid the in-

side with pure gold, and he also

overlaid the altar of cedar. (1 Kings, 6:20) *

And he built the inner courtyard of three
courses of dressed stone and one course of

trimmed cedar beams. (1 Kings, 6:36)

He built the throne hall, the Hall of Justice, where he was
to judge, and he covered it with cedar from floor to ceil- &8
ing. (1 Kings, 7:7)

The Art of Carving and Relief Work

For the entrance of the oracle he made doors of olive-
wood: the lintel and door-posts were a fifth part of the wall.
And on the two olive wood doors he carved cherubim,

palm trees and open flowers... (1 Kings, 6:31-32)

The inside of the house was cedar, carved with gourds and
open flowers. Everything was cedar; no stone was to be
seen. (1 Kings, 6:18)

In the same way he made four-sided jambs of olive
wood for the entrance to the main hall. He also
made two pine doors, each having two leaves

that turned in sockets. He :
carved... palm trees

and open flowers

on them

and over-
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laid them with gold hammered evenly over the carvings. (1
Kings, 6:33-35)

So that the face of a man was towards the palm-tree on the one
side, and the face of a young lion towards the palm-tree on the
other side... From the ground to above the door were cheru-
bim and palm-trees made, and on the wall of the house... Both
the outer house and the Most Holy Place had double doors....
And on the doors... were carved cherubim and palm trees like
those carved on the walls, and there was a wooden overhang
on the front of the portico. On the sidewalls of the portico
were narrow windows with palm trees carved on each side.
The side rooms... also had overhangs. (Ezekiel, 41:19-26)
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... Every precious stone adorned you: ruby, topaz and emer-
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ald, chrysolite, onyx and jasper, sapphire, turquoise and beryl.
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Your settings and mountings were made of gold; on the day
you were created they were prepared. (Ezekiel, 28:13)

... to cut and set stones, to work in wood, and to engage in all
kinds of craftsmanship. (Exodus, 31:5)

... and onyx stones and other gems to be mounted on the
ephod and breastpiece. (Exodus, 25:7)

The Use of Decorative Plant Motifs

And on the lampstand were four cups shaped like almond
flowers with buds and blossoms. (Exodus, 37:20)

They made the lampstand of pure gold and hammered it out,
base and shaft; its flowerlike cups, buds and blossoms were

of one piece with it. Six branches extended from the sides of
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the lampstand—three on one side and three on the other.
Three cups shaped like almond flowers with buds and blos-
soms were on one branch, three on the next branch and the
same for all six branches extending from the lampstand. (Ex-
odus, 37:17-19)

This is how the lampstand was made: It was made of ham-
mered gold—from its base to its blossoms. The lampstand
was made exactly like the pattern the Lord had shown Moses.
(Numbers, 8:4)

Make a lampstand of pure gold and hammer it out, base and
shaft; its flowerlike cups, buds and blossoms shall be of one
piece with it. Six branches are to extend from the sides of the
lampstand—three on one side and three on the other. Three
cups shaped like almond flowers with buds and blossoms
are to be on one branch, three on the next branch, and the
same for all six branches extending from the lampstand. And
on the lampstand there are to be four cups shaped like al-
mond flowers with buds and blossoms. (Exodus, 25:31-34)

They made pomegranates of blue, purple and scarlet yarn
and finely twisted linen around the hem of the robe. (Exo-
dus, 39:24)

A network of interwoven chains festooned the capitals on top
of the pillars, seven for each capital. He made pomegranates
in two rows encircling each network to decorate the capitals
on top of the pillars... The capitals on top of the pillars in the
portico were in the shape of lilies, four cubits high. On the
capitals of both pillars, above the bowl-shaped part next to the
network, were the two hundred pomegranates in rows all
around. (1 Kings, 7:17-20)
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The four hundred pomegranates for the two sets of network,
two rows of pomegranates for each network, decorating the

bowl-shaped capitals on top of the pillars. (1 Kings, 7:42)

Below the rim, gourds encircled it—ten to a cubit. The gourds

were cast in two rows in one piece with the Sea. (1 Kings, 7:24)

The inside of the house was cedar, carved with gourds and
open flowers. Everything was cedar; no stone was to be seen.
(1 Kings, 6:18)
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He carved all the walls of the house round about with carved

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He paneled the main hall with pine and covered it with fine
gold and decorated it with palm tree and chain designs. (2
Chronicles, 3:5)

He made interwoven chains and put them on top of the pil-
lars. He also made a hundred pomegranates and attached
them to the chains. (2 Chronicles, 3:16)

...the two pillars; the two bowl-shaped capitals on top of the
pillars; the two sets of network decorating the two bowl-
shaped capitals on top of the pillars. And the four hundred
pomegranates for the two networks; two rows of pomegran-
ates for each network, to cover the two bowls of the capitals
that were on the pillars. (2 Chronicles, 4:12-13)

Each of the pillars was eighteen cubits high... The bronze cap-
ital on top of the one pillar was five cubits high and was dec-
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orated with a network and pomegranates of bronze all .
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around. The other pillar, with its pomegranates, was similar.
(Jeremiah, 52:21-22)

There were ninety-six pomegranates on the sides; the total
number of pomegranates above the surrounding network
was a hundred. (Jeremiah, 52:23)

The alcoves and the projecting walls inside the gateway were
surmounted by narrow parapet openings all around, as was
the portico; the openings all around faced inward. The faces
of the projecting walls were decorated with palm trees.
(Ezekiel, 40:16)

Its openings, its portico and its palm tree decorations had the
same measurements as those of the gate facing east. Seven
steps led up to it, with its portico opposite them; it had palm
tree decorations on the faces of the projecting walls on each
side. (Ezekiel, 40:22-26)

Make pomegranates of blue, purple and scarlet yarn around
the hem of the robe, with gold bells between them. (Exodus,
28:33)

Decorative Gold Objects

The lampstands of pure gold with their lamps, to burn in front
of the inmost room as prescribed; the gold floral work and
lamps and tongs. They were solid gold. The pure gold wick
trimmers, sprinkling bowls, dishes and censers; and the
gold doors... to the Most Holy Place. (2 Chronicles, 4:20-22)

And they made from pure gold the articles for the table—its
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plates and dishes and bowls and its pitchers for the pouring
out of drink offerings. They made the lampstand of pure gold
and hammered it out, base and shaft; its flowerlike cups, buds
and blossoms were of one piece with it. (Exodus, 37:16-17)

Solomon also made all the furnishings that were in the Lord's
house: the golden altar; the golden table...; the lampstands of
pure gold (five on the right and five on the left, in front of the
innermost room the gold floral work and lamps and tongs;
the pure gold basins, wick trimmers, sprinkling bowls, dish-
es and censers; and the gold sockets for the doors of the in-
nermost room, the Most Holy Place... (1 Kings, 7:48-50)

And he made the ten candlesticks of gold according to the or-
dinance concerning them; and he set them in the temple, five
on the right hand, and five on the left. He made also ten tables
... five on the right side, and five on the left. And he made a
hundred basins of gold. (2 Chronicles, 4:7-8)

You shall make settings of gold, and two chains of pure gold;
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you make them like cords shall, of braided work: and you
shall put the braided chains on the settings. (Exodus, 28:13-14)

All King Solomon's goblets were gold, and all the household
articles in the Palace of the Forest of Lebanon were pure gold.
Nothing was made of silver... (1 Kings, 10:21)

The buds and branches shall all be of one piece with the lamp-
stand, hammered out of pure gold. Then make its seven
lamps and set them up on it so that they light the space in
front of it. Its wick trimmers and trays are to be of pure gold.
A talent? of pure gold is to be used for the lampstand and all
these accessories. (Exodus, 25:36-39)
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Have them make a chest of acacia wood—two and a half cu-
bits long, a cubit and a half wide, and a cubit and a half high.

Overlay it with pure gold, both inside and out, and make a
gold molding around it. (Exodus, 25:10-11)
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And make its plates and dishes of pure gold, as well as its pitch-
ers and bowls for the pouring out of offerings.

Its wick trimmers and trays are
to be of pure gold. A talent of pure gold is to be used for the
lampstand and all these accessories. (Exodus, 25:31-39)

For the breastpiece make braided chains of pure gold. Make
two gold rings for it and fasten them to two corners of the
breastpiece. Fasten the two gold chains to the rings at the cor-
ners of the breastpiece. (Exodus, 28:22-24)

And they made bells of pure gold and attached them
around the hem between the pomegranates. The
bells and pomegranates alternated around the hem
of the robe to be worn for ministering, as the Lord
commanded Moses. (Exodus, 39:25-26)
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They made the lampstand of pure gold and hammered it
out, base and shaft; its flowerlike cups, buds and blossoms
were of one piece with it... The buds and the branches were all
of one piece with the lampstand, hammered out of pure
gold. They made its seven lamps, as well as its wick trimmers

and trays, of pure gold. They made the lampstand and all its
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accessories from one talent of pure gold. (Exodus, 37:17-24)
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Cast four gold rings for it and fasten them to its four feet, with

two rings on one side and two rings on the other. (Exodus, 25:12)

Then make fifty gold clasps and use them to fasten the cur-

tains together so that the tabernacle is a unit. (Exodus, 26:6)
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You welcomed him with rich blessings and placed a crown of

pure gold on his head. (Psalms, 21:3)

All these objects that Huram made for King
Solomon for the house of the Lord were of burnished bronze.
(1 Kings, 7:44-45)
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He made the Sea of cast metal, circular in shape, measuring
ten cubits from rim to rim and five cubits high. It took a line
of thirty cubits to measure around it. Below the rim, figures of
bulls encircled it—ten to a cubit. The bulls were cast in two
rows in one piece with the Sea. The Sea stood on twelve bulls,
three facing north, three facing west, three facing south and
three facing east. The Sea rested on top of them, and their
hindquarters were toward the center. It was a handbreadth in
thickness, and its rim was like the rim of a cup, like a lily blos-
som. It held three thousand baths. (2 Chronicles, 4:2-5)

I made reservoirs to water groves of flourishing trees. (Eccle-

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Windows

And for the house he made windows of narrow lights. (1
Kings 6:4)

Its windows were placed high in sets of three, facing each
other. All the doorways had rectangular frames; they were in

the front part in sets of three, facing each other. (1 Kings, 7:4-5)

The alcoves and the projecting walls inside the gateway were
surmounted by narrow parapet openings all around, as was the
portico; the openings all around faced inward. The faces of the

projecting walls were decorated with palm trees. (Ezekiel, 40:16)

As well as the thresholds and the narrow windows and galleries
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around the three of them—everything beyond and including
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the threshold was covered with wood. And the windows were
covered. On the sidewalls of the portico were narrow windows
with palm trees carved on each side. (Ezekiel, 41:16,26)
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Ivory Decorations

Then the king made a great throne inlaid with ivory and
overlaid with pure gold. The throne had six steps, and a foot-
stool of gold was attached to it. On both sides of the seat were
armrests, with a lion standing beside each of them. Twelve
lions stood on the six steps, one at either end of each step.
Nothing like it had ever been made for any other kingdom. (2
Chronicles, 9:17-19)

Moreover the king made a great throne of ivory, and overlaid
it with the finest gold. The throne had six steps, and its back

had a rounded top. On both sides of the seat were armrests,
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with a lion standing beside each of them. Twelve lions stood
on the six steps, one at either end of each step. Nothing like it

had ever been made for any other kingdom. (1 Kings, 10:18-20)

Columns

He built the Palace of the Forest of Lebanon a hundred cubits
long, fifty wide and thirty high, with four rows of cedar
columns supporting trimmed cedar beams. It was roofed with
cedar above the beams that rested on the columns—forty-five
beams, fifteen to a row... He made a colonnade fifty cubits
long and thirty wide. In front of it was a portico, and in front

of that were pillars and an overhanging roof. (1 Kings, 7:2-6)

He cast two bronze pillars, each eighteen cubits high and
twelve cubits around, by line. He also made two capitals of
cast bronze to set on the tops of the pillars; each capital was
five cubits high. A network of interwoven chains festooned
the capitals on top of the pillars, seven for each capital. He
made pomegranates in two rows encircling each network to
decorate the capitals on top of the pillars. He did the same for
each capital. The capitals on top of the pillars in the portico
were in the shape of lilies, four cubits high. On the capitals of
both pillars, above the bowl-shaped part next to the network,
were the two hundred pomegranates in rows all around. (1
Kings, 7:15-20)

The garden had hangings of white and blue linen, fastened
with cords of white linen and purple material to silver rings
on marble pillars. There were couches of gold and silver on a

mosaic pavement of porphyry, marble, mother-of-pearl and

other costly stones. (Esther, 1:6)
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The two pillars; the two bowl-shaped capitals on top of the
pillars; the two sets of network decorating the two bowl-
shaped capitals on top of the pillars; the four hundred pome-
granates for the two sets of network; two rows of pomegranates
for each network, decorating the bowl-shaped capitals on top of
the pillars... were of burnished bronze. (1 Kings, 7:41-42, 45)

Also he made before the house two pillars of thirty-five cu-
bits high, and the capital that was on the top of each of them
was five cubits. He made interwoven chains and put them on
top of the pillars. He also made a hundred pomegranates and
attached them to the chains. (2 Chronicles, 3:15-16)

... They carried all the bronze to Babylon. The pots also, and
the shovels, and the snuffers, and the basins, and the spoons,
and all the vessels of brass with which they ministered, took
they away... The bronze from the two pillars, the Sea and the
twelve bronze bulls under it, and the movable stands, which
King Solomon had made in the house of the Lord, was more
than could be weighed. Each of the pillars was eighteen cubits
high and twelve cubits in circumference; each was four fingers
thick, and hollow. The bronze capital on top of the one pillar
was five cubits high and was decorated with a network and
pomegranates of bronze all around. The other pillar, with its
pomegranates, was similar. There were ninety-six pomegran-
ates on the sides; the total number of pomegranates above the

surrounding network was a hundred. (Jeremiah 52:17-23)

The portico was twenty cubits wide, and twelve cubits from
front to back. It was reached by a flight of stairs, and there
were pillars on each side of the jambs. (Ezekiel, 40:49)

Courtyards

Make a courtyard for the tabernacle. The south side shall be
a hundred cubits long and is to have curtains of finely twisted
linen. (Exodus, 27:9)

The great courtyard was surrounded by a wall of three
courses of dressed stone and one course of trimmed cedar
beams... (1 Kings, 7:12)

He made the courtyard of the priests, and the large court and
the doors for the court, and overlaid the doors with bronze. (2
Chronicles, 4:9)

For the entrance to the courtyard, provide a curtain twenty cu-
bits long, of blue, purple and scarlet yarn and finely twisted
linen—the work of an embroiderer—with four posts and four
bases. All the posts around the courtyard are to have silver
bands and hooks, and bronze bases. The courtyard shall be a
hundred cubits long and fifty cubits wide, with curtains of
finely twisted linen five cubits high, and with bronze bases. All
the other articles used in the service of the tabernacle, what-
ever their function, including all the tent pegs for it and
those for the courtyard, are to be of bronze. (Exodus, 27:16-19)

Curtains

For the entrance to the tent make a curtain of blue, purple
and scarlet yarn and finely twisted linen—the work of an
embroiderer. Make gold hooks for this curtain and five posts
of acacia wood overlaid with gold. And cast five bronze bases
for them. (Exodus, 26:36-37)
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... curtains of finely twisted linen and blue, purple and scar-
let yarn... worked into them by a skilled craftsman. All the
curtains are to be the same size—twenty-eight cubits long and
four cubits wide. Join five of the curtains together, and do the
same with the other five. Make loops of blue material along
the edge of the end curtain in one set, and do the same with
the end curtain in the other set. (Exodus, 26:1-4)

Make a curtain of blue, purple and scarlet yarn and finely
twisted linen... worked into it by a skilled craftsman. Hang
it with gold hooks on four posts of acacia wood overlaid with
gold... (Exodus, 26:31-32)

Make a courtyard for the tabernacle. The south side shall be a
hundred cubits long and is to have curtains of finely twisted
linen, with twenty posts and twenty bronze bases and with
silver hooks and bands on the posts. The north side shall also
be a hundred cubits long and is to have curtains, with twenty
posts and twenty bronze bases and with silver hooks and
bands on the posts... For the entrance to the courtyard, pro-
vide a curtain twenty cubits long, of blue, purple and scarlet
yarn and finely twisted linen—the work of an embroider-
er—with four posts and four bases...The courtyard shall be a
hundred cubits long and fifty cubits wide, with curtains of
finely twisted linen five cubits high, and with bronze bases.
(Exodus, 27:9-18)

All the skilled men among the workmen made the tabernacle
with ten curtains of finely twisted linen and blue, purple and
scarlet yarn... worked into them by a skilled craftsman. All the
curtains were the same size—twenty-eight cubits long and four

cubits wide. They joined five of the curtains together and did the
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same with the other five. Then they made loops of blue materi-
al along the edge of the end curtain in one set, and the same was
done with the end curtain in the other set... Then they made
fifty gold clasps and used them to fasten the two sets of cur-

tains together so that the tabernacle was a unit. (Exodus, 36:8-13)

They made the curtain of blue, purple and scarlet yarn and
finely twisted linen... worked into it by a skilled craftsman.
They made four posts of acacia wood for it and overlaid them
with gold. They made gold hooks for them and cast their four sil-
ver bases. For the entrance to the tent they made a curtain of
blue, purple and scarlet yarn and finely twisted linen—the
work of an embroiderer; and they made five posts with hooks
for them. They overlaid the tops of the posts and their bands with
gold and made their five bases of bronze. (Exodus, 36:35-38)

Next they made the courtyard. The south side was a hundred
cubits long and had curtains of finely twisted linen, with
twenty posts and twenty bronze bases, and with silver hooks
and bands on the posts... All the curtains around the court-
yard were of finely twisted linen... The curtain for the en-
trance to the courtyard was of blue, purple and scarlet yarn
and finely twisted linen—the work of an embroiderer. It
was twenty cubits long and, like the curtains of the courtyard,
five cubits high. (Exodus, 38:9-18)

Embroidered Garments

Tell all the skilled men to whom I have given wisdom in such
matters that they are to make garments for Aaron... These are

the garments they are to make: a breastpiece, an ephod?, a

3- Ephod' A sleeveless garment.
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robe, a woven tunic, a turban and a sash... Have them use
gold, and blue, purple and scarlet yarn, and fine linen. (Ex-
odus, 28:3-5)

For Aaron and his sons, they made tunics of fine linen—the
work of a weaver- and the turban of fine linen, the linen
headbands and the trousers of finely twisted linen. The sash
was of finely twisted linen and blue, purple and scarlet
yarn—the work of an embroiderer—as the Lord commanded
Moses. (Exodus, 39:27-29)

... They also made sacred garments for Aaron, as the
Lord commanded Moses. They made the ephod of gold,
and of blue, purple and scarlet yarn, and of finely
twisted linen. (Exodus, 39:1-2)

They hammered out thin sheets of gold and cut strands
to be worked into the blue, purple and scarlet yarn and
fine linen—the work of a skilled craftsman. They made
shoulder pieces for the ephod, which were attached to two
of its corners, so it could be fastened. Its skillfully woven
waistband was like it—of one piece with the ephod and
made with gold, and with blue, purple and scarlet
yarn, and with finely twisted linen, as the Lord com-
manded Moses. (Exodus, 39:3-5)
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Decoration with Precious Stones

With all my resources I have provided for the house of my
God—gold for the gold work, silver for the silver, bronze for
the bronze, iron for the iron and wood for the wood, as well as
onyx for the settings, turquoise, stones of various colors, and
all kinds of fine stone and marble—all of these in large quan-
tities. (1 Chronicles, 29:2)

He adorned the house with precious stones... (2 Chronicles, 3:6)

... There were couches of gold and silver on a mosaic pavement
of porphyry, marble, mother-of-pearl and other costly stones.
(Esther, 1:6)

They fashioned the breastpiece—the work of a skilled crafts-
man. They made it like the ephod: of gold, and of blue, purple
and scarlet yarn, and of finely twisted linen. It was square—a
span long and a span wide—and folded double. Then they
mounted four rows of precious stones on it. In the first row
there was a ruby, a topaz and a beryl; in the second row a
turquoise, a sapphire and an emerald; in the third row a
jacinth, an agate and an amethyst; in the fourth row a chryso-
lite, an onyx and a jasper. They were mounted in gold filigree

settings. There were twelve stones... (Exodus, 39:8-14)

... Every precious stone adorned you: ruby, topaz and emerald,
chrysolite, onyx and jasper, sapphire, turquoise and beryl.
Your settings and mountings were made of gold; on the day

you were created they were prepared. (Ezekiel, 28:13)

God reveals in the Qur'an that all the prophets have been
descended from the same family line, and have had the
same belief and moral virtues:

Forms of Dress Recommended in the Torah

Wearing the skullcap:

He (the Prophet Muhammad [may God bless him and grant
him peacel) would wear the skullcap. He sometimes wore it
under his turban, and sometimes on its own. He would
sometimes remove it and place a shawl over his head and

brow.!

Most of the blessed one's clothes were white. He wore a tur-
ban over his skullcap. He began donning his shirt from the

right. He had a special costume he wore on Fridays.?

The Messenger of God (may God bless him and grant him

peace) wore a striped skullcap.?

Make tunics, sashes and headbands for Aaron's sons, to give
them dignity and honor. (Exodus, 28:40)

And put headbands on them... The priesthood is theirs by a
lasting ordinance. In this way you shall ordain Aaron and his
sons. (Exodus, 29:9)

Then he brought Aaron's sons forward, put tunics on them,
tied sashes around them and put headbands on them, as the
Lord commanded Moses.

The Makarim al-Akhlaq relates: "Linen was one of the
prophets’ clothes."®

For Aaron and his sons, they made tunics of fine linen—the
work of a weaver—and the turban of fine linen, the linen head-
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bands and the undergarments of finely twisted linen. The sash
was of finely twisted linen and blue, purple and scarlet yarn—
the work of an embroiderer—as the Lord commanded Moses.
(Exodus, 39:27-29)

"Make linen undergarments... reaching from the waist to the
thigh. Aaron and his sons must wear them whenever they en-
ter the Tent of Meeting or approach the altar to minister in the
Holy Place..." This is to be a lasting ordinance for Aaron and
his descendants. (Exodus, 28:40-43)

They are to wear linen turbans on their heads and linen un-
dergarments around their waists. They must not wear any-
thing that makes them perspire. (Ezekiel, 44:18)

He is to put on the sacred linen tunic, with linen undergar-
ments next to his body; he is to tie the linen sash around him
and put on the linen turban. These are sacred garments; so he
must bathe himself with water before he puts them on.
(Leviticus, 16:4)
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Using the turban:

He (the Prophet Muhammad [may God bless him and
grant him peacel]) would wear the turban over his skull-

cap.?

According to the account, the Prophet (may God bless him
and grant him peace) would wind his turban around him

three or five times."°

He had a turban referred to as al-sahab, and he gave this
to the blessed Ali, when Ali came wearing this turban
God's Messenger (may God bless him and grant him peace)

said, ""Ali has come to you inside al-sahab."""

Then I said, "Put a clean turban on his head." So they put a
clean turban on his head and clothed him, while the angel of
the Lord stood by. (Zechariah, 3:5)

These are the garments they are to
make: a breast piece, an ephod, a
robe, a woven tunic, a turban

and a sash. (Exodus, 28:4)

They are to wear linen tur-
bans on their heads and linen
undergarments around their
waists. They must not wear
anything that makes them
perspire. (Ezekiel, 44:18)
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Wearing a robe and kaftan:

On days of battle and on normal days he (the Prophet
Muhammad [may God bless him and grant him peace])
wore lined clothes. He had a green silk robe, and it was
worth seeing when the blessed one wore this and it con-
trasted with his white skin...

The garment he wore on top of his clothes was dyed with saf-
fron. He sometimes led the community in prayer dressed in
this single garment. Sometimes he wore just a single robe...

He sometimes donned a striped Yemeni cloak, and some-
times a robe made of wool over his garments. In the same
way, he wore clothes woven from cotton and linen."?

They made the robe of the ephod* entirely of blue cloth—the
work of a weaver—with an opening in the center of the robe
like the opening of a collar, and a band around this opening,
so that it would not tear. They made pomegranates of blue,
purple and scarlet yarn and finely twisted linen around the
hem of the robe. (Exodus, 39:22-24)

* Ephod: A garment worn over the robe.

Then bring Aaron and his sons to the entrance to the Tent of
Meeting and wash them... Take the garments and dress
Aaron with the tunic, the robe of the ephod, the ephod itself
and the breast piece. Fasten the ephod on him by its skillful-
ly woven waistband. (Exodus, 29:4-5)

He put the tunic on Aaron, tied the sash around him, clothed
him with the robe and put the ephod on him. He also tied the
ephod to him by its skillfully woven waistband. (Leviticus, 8:7)
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Tell all the skilled men to whom I have given wisdom in such
matters that they are to make garments for Aaron, for his conse-
cration, so he may serve Me as priest. These are the garments
they are to make: a breast piece, an ephod, a robe, a woven tu-
nic, a turban and a sash. They are to make these sacred garments
for your brother Aaron and his sons, so they may serve Me as
priests. Have them use gold, and blue, purple and scarlet yarn,
and fine linen. (Exodus, 28:3-5)

The Importance Attached to Cleanliness
According to the Torah

They wove two jackets for the blessed one (the Prophet
Muhammad [may God bless him and grant him peacel), and
these he wore only for the daily prayer. He would encour-

age and command his community to be clean."

When we, the Ahl al-Bayt, wish to sleep we abide by ten
things: To be clean..."*

It is reported by the son of Omar ibn Hattab that, "I never
saw a more generous, braver and cleaner person than the Mes-

senger of God (may God bless him and grant him peace)."'®

The Messenger of God (may God bless him and grant him
peace) said: "Islam is clean and unsullied. You, too, must be

clean, clean yourselves, because the clean enter Paradise."'®

And the Lord said to Moses, "Go to the people and consecrate
them today and tomorrow. Have them wash their clothes." (Ex-

odus, 19:10)

After Moses had gone down the mountain to the people, he conse-
crated them, and they washed their clothes. (Exodus, 19:14)
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"My father, if the prophet had told you to do some great thing,
would you not have done it? How much more, then, when he

tells you, 'Wash and be cleansed"" (2 Kings, 5:13)

They washed whenever they entered the Tent of Meeting or ap-
proached the altar, as the Lord commanded Moses. (Exodus,
40:32)

Then David got up from the ground. After he had washed, put
on lotions and changed his clothes, he went into the house of the
Lord and worshiped. (2 Samuel, 12:20)

"You must keep the believers separate from things that make
them unclean, so they will not die in their uncleanness for defil-
ing My dwelling place, which is among them." (Leviticus, 15:31)

... [He] must wash his clothes and bathe himself with water;
afterward he may come into the camp. (Leviticus, 16:28)

He shall bathe himself with water in a holy place and put on
his regular garments. (Leviticus, 16:24)

... [They] purified themselves and washed their clothes.
(Numbers, 8:21)

He is to put on the sacred linen tunic, with linen undergarments
next to his body; he is to tie the linen sash around him and put on
the linen turban. These are sacred garments; so he must bathe
himself with water before he puts them on. (Leviticus, 16:4)

Wash and make yourselves clean. Take your evil deeds out of
My sight! (Isaiah, 1:16)

You must distinguish between the holy and the common, be-

tween the unclean and the clean. (Leviticus, 10:10)
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Wearing good smell:

The Messenger of God (may God bless him and grant him

peace) had a box containing musk. He would take this and

anoint himself with it after every ritual purification. This
delightful scent would spread all around whenever he left his
house."”

When the Messenger of God (may God bless him and grant

him peace) was given scent he would rub it on himself. "It

smells good and is easy to carry,"” he would say. If he had an

excuse not to, he would have made to with touching it with

the tip of his finger.'8
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The Prophet's (may God bless him and grant him peace)

grandson, the blessed Hasan, stated his views regarding his
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pleasant smell:""The Prophet commanded us to wear the best
clothes we could find and the most pleasant scents we could
find.""®

His body was clean and he smelt very pleasant. Whether or
not he had used scent, his skin smelt more pleasant than the
finest perfume. When anyone had close contact with him
(shaking hands or enjoying his conversation, friendship and
affection), he would perceive that lovely smell all day, and if
he touched the head of a child with his blessed hand, that
child would be distinguished among the other children.?

Then David got up from the ground. After he had washed,
put on lotions and changed his clothes... (2 Samuel, 12:20)

Wash and perfume yourself, and put on your best clothes.
Then go down to the threshing floor... (Ruth, 3:3)
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Places of worship smelling pleasant:

The Prophet Muhammad (may God bless him and grant him
peace), who attached meticulous attention to cleanliness,
wished Muslims to remain in clean places and liked beauties
and beautiful scents as a manifestation of God commanded
Muslims to keep the mosques clean. The Prophet Muhammad
(may God bless him and grant him peace) wanted mosques to
have a fragrant odor and a comfortable environment that
would give relief to Muslims. For this end, he also made Mus-
lims to incense the mosques. Incensing for the purpose of fra-
grant odor is also mentioned in the Torah. Below are the re-

lated accounts and explanations in the Torah:

Camphor (an oil obtained from the camphor tree) or other
incense was burned in the Prophet's (may God bless him
and grant him peace) general assemblies, and the communi-
ty would thus be called to rest. On Fridays he commanded

pleasant scents to be used.?"

The Messenger of God (may God bless him and grant him
peace) would give a pleasant aroma with "Awd al-Gumari"
(a species of plant that gives off a pleasant smell when

placed over fire).??

... And fragrant incense for the Holy Place. They are to make
them just as I commanded you. (Exodus, 31:11)

And burned fragrant incense on it, as the Lord commanded
him. (Exodus, 40:27)

Perfume and incense bring joy to the heart. (Proverbs, 27:9)
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Aaron must burn fragrant incense on the altar every morning
when he tends the lamps. He must burn incense again when
he lights the lamps at twilight so incense will burn regularly
before the Lord for the generations to come. (Exodus, 30:7-9)

From the basket of bread made without yeast, which is before
the Lord, take a loaf, and a cake made with oil, and a wafer.
Put all these in the hands of Aaron and his sons and wave
them before the Lord as a wave offering. Then take them from

their hands and burn them on the altar along with the burnt
offering for a pleasing aroma to the Lord, an offering made
to the Lord by fire. (Exodus, 29:23-25)

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The Lord said to Moses, "Tell the believers to bring me an of-
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fering. You are to receive the offering for Me from each man
whose heart prompts him to give... olive oil for the light;
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spices for the anointing oil and for the fragrant incense."
(Exodus, 25:2, 6)
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The cleanliness of places of worship:

One hot day, business owners and workers came to the
mosque in their work clothes, and since the mosque was
small the air inside became heavy and unpleasant. At
this the Messenger of God (may God bless him and grant
him peace) said; "It would have been better if you had
washed and then come." After that, it became a custom to

wash on Fridays.?

The Messenger of God's (may God bless him and grant
him peace) mosque would be carefully scrubbed and

cleaned.?*
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Neither shall he leave the house of his God nor desecrate it be-
cause he has been dedicated by the anointing oil of his God...
He must not... desecrate My house. [ am the Lord, Who
makes them holy. So Moses told this to Aaron and his sons
and to all the Israelites. (Leviticus, 21:12, 23-24)

I gave orders to purify the rooms, and then I put back into
them the equipment of the house of God, with the grain offer-
ings and the incense. (Nehemiah, 13:9)

The priests went into the house of the Lord to purify it. They

brought out to the courtyard of the Lord's house everything

unclean that they found in the house of the Lord... (2 Chroni-
cles, 29:16)

On the seventh day wash your clothes and you will be clean.
Then you may come into the camp. (Numbers, 31:24)

After that, the priest must wash his clothes and bathe him-
self with water... Numbers, 19:7)

The importance attached to bodily cleanliness:

The Prophet Muhammad [may God bless him and grant
him peace): "Surely, Islam is pure, therefore be pure, be-

cause he can never enter Paradise who is not pure."?

The Messenger of God (may God bless him and grant him
peace) combed his hair and set it right with water, and he
then said, ""Water is enough for a believer to smell pleas-

ant.''?6

Ibn Shuba says in his book Tuhaf al-Uqul, "Cleanliness is

one of the virtues of the prophets."?”
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Naaman's servants went to him and said, "My father, if the
prophet had told you to do some great thing, would you not
have done it? How much more, then, when he tells you,
'Wash and be cleansed'!" (2 Kings, 5:13)

... If I washed myself with soap and my hands with washing
soda. (Job, 9:30)

Wash and make yourselves clean. Take your evil deeds out of
my sight! Stop doing wrong. (Isaiah, 1:16)

Make a bronze basin, with its bronze stand, for washing.
Place it between the Tent of Meeting and the altar, and put
water in it. (Exodus, 30:18)

Depart, depart, go out from there! Touch no unclean thing!
Come out from it and be pure... (Isaiah, 52:11)

... His teeth whiter than milk. (Genesis, 49:12)
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Attention to hair and dress:

Aisha (ra) relates "When the Messenger of God (may God
bless him and grant him peace) combed and oiled his

hair..."?8

Tabarsi reports in the Makarim al-Akhlaq: "The Messen-
ger of God (may God bless him and grant him peace)
would comb his hair with a special comb known as
"madari"... He would usually comb his hair twice a day."
He also related that, ""After combing his hair, he would

leave his comb under his bed.""??

The Prophet (may God bless him and grant him peace)
once intended to go to his companions and so he put on
his turban and dressed his hairs... He said: "Yes, God
loves the actions of His servant who refines his body in
order to meet his friends and brothers."3°

The Prophet's (may God bless him and grant him peace)
grandson, the blessed Hasan, expressed his views on the
subject of clothing:'"The Prophet (may God bless him and
grant him peace) commanded us to wear the best clothes

we had and to use the finest perfumes.'!

They (priests) must not shave their heads or let their hair grow
long, but they are to keep the hair of their heads trimmed.
(Ezekiel, 44:20)

Then Moses said to Aaron and his sons Eleazar and Ithamar,
"Do not let your hair become unkempt, and do not tear your
clothes." (Leviticus, 10:6)

The high priest, the one among his brothers who has had the
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anointing oil poured on his head and who has been ordained
to wear the priestly garments, must not let his hair become un-
kempt or tear his clothes. (Leviticus, 21:10)

Your clothes were of fine linen and costly fabric and embroi-
dered cloth. (Ezekiel, 16:13)

For Aaron and his sons, they made tunics of fine linen—the
work of a weaver—and the turban of fine linen, the linen
headbands and the undergarments of finely twisted linen. The
sash was of finely twisted linen and blue, purple and scarlet
yarn—the work of an embroiderer—as the Lord commanded
Moses. (Exodus, 39:27-29)
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Oiling the hair and body:

The Messenger of God (may God bless him and grant him
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peace) would oil his body with many different oils, dur-
ing which time he would oil his head before his beard and

say, ""The head comes before the beard.">?

H e 'I'IH.I:-\.__T

The blessed one would generally oil his body with violet

oil and said, "This is the best of all oils."?3

When the Prophet (may God bless him and grant him
peace) wish to oil himself he would first oil his eyebrows,
then his moustache and then smell, and finally oil his
blessed head.?*

He poured some of the anointing oil on Aaron's head and

anointed him to consecrate him. (Leviticus, 8:12)

It is like precious oil poured on the head, running down on
the beard, running down on Aaron's beard, down upon the col-
lar of his robes. (Psalm, 133:2)
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You prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies.
You anoint my head with oil... (Psalm, 23:5)

Let a righteous man strike me—it is a kindness; let him rebuke
me—it is oil on my head. My head will not refuse it. Yet my
prayer is ever against the deeds of evildoers. (Psalm, 141:5)

Foods and Drinks Noted in the Torah

Stew:

It is reported in the Makarim that: "The Messenger of God
(may God bless him and grant him peace) would generally
eat helim (a kind of soup made from cracked wheat, meat
and water.) He sometimes preferred to eat helim for the sahr

meal.''3®

Some of the foods eaten by the Prophet (may God bless him
and grant him peace) may be listed as follows: the meat from
the foreleg and back of the sheep, chops, kebabs, chicken,

the open country... (Genesis, 25:29)
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Meat:

Meat was the best food in the sight of the blessed one (the
Prophet Muhammad [may God bless him and grant him
peace]). He would eat it in gravy... He would eat game...
He liked the shoulder, leg and wrist parts of the sheep. 37

In the Makarim it is reported of the Prophet (may God
bless him and grant him peace) that: "Meat was the
blessed one's favorite food... He would reach for that
among the foods on the table and ate chicken and other
poultry and birds..."8

Some of the foods eaten by the Prophet (may God bless
him and grant him peace) may be listed as follows: the
meat from the foreleg and back of the sheep, chops, ke-
babs, chicken, bustard, meat soup, sippet, courgettes, olive
oil, melon, halwa, honey, dates, chard, fish..."*

Meat was his favorite food.*°

Jacob said to his father, "I am Esau your firstborn. I have done
as you told me. Please sit up and eat some of my game so
that you may give me your blessing." (Genesis, 27:19)

Moses also said, "You will know that it was the Lord when He
gives you meat to eat in the evening and all the bread you
want in the morning. (Exodus, 16:8)

Then he said, "My son, bring me some of your game to eat, so
that I may give you my blessing." (Genesis, 27:25)

He (Esau) too prepared some tasty food and brought it to his fa-
ther. Then he said to him, "My father, sit up and eat some of my
game, so that you may give me your blessing." (Genesis, 27:31)
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Tell them, "At twilight you will eat meat, and in the morning
you will be filled with bread. Then you will know that I am
the Lord your God." (Exodus, 16:12)

Dates:

In the Makarim it is reported that: "When he (the Prophet
Muhammad [may God bless him and grant him peace])
fasted, if the time coincided with that of "fresh dates," he
would eat only those as iftar... The blessed one's meals gen-

erally consisted of dates and water."*!
He loved the Ajwah date best of all dates.*?

Aisha (ra) tells us that:"God's Messenger (may God bless him
and grant him peace) ate watermelon with fresh dates."*

The blessed Jabir relates that: ""He would often eat fresh dates

and melon, and would say 'These are delicious fruits.""*

Then they came to Elim, where there were twelve springs and
seventy palm trees, and they camped there near the water.
(Exodus, 15:27)

Then (David) he gave a loaf of bread, a cake of dates... and a
cake of raisins to each person in the whole crowd of Israelites,
both men and women. And all the people went to their
homes. (2 Samuel, 6:19)

On the first day you are to take choice fruit from the trees, and
palm fronds, leafy branches and poplars, and rejoice before
the Lord your God for seven days. (Leviticus, 23:40)
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Abu Hazim relates: "'l asked whether the people had a sieve
in the time of the Prophet (may God bless him and grant
him peace). 'I never saw a sieve up to the death of the Mes-
senger,' he said. 'In that case, how did you eat barley bread
that had not been sieved?' I asked. He answered, "We would
blow on it, and the husks would fly away. The remaining
(bran) we would soften with water and knead."*

According to Ummi Ayman (ra): ""The Messenger of God
(may God bless him and grant him peace) said, 'Put the
bran you have removed back with the rest (the flour), then
knead it (and make bread).""*®

Anas (ra) relates: ""The Messenger of God (may God bless
him and grant him peace) ate mourishing' foods and wore
starched clothes. Hasen (who narrated the above from
Anas) was asked, '"What is 'nourishing’ food?' He answered:
'Rough-milled barley, such that anyone placing it in his
mouth could only swallow it with water."""?

Ibn 'Abbas relates: ""The Messenger of God's (may God bless
him and grant him peace) favorite food was sippet made from
bread and sippet made from hays (a well-known Arab dish.)""*

Solomon's daily provisions were thirty cores of fine flour and
sixty cores of meal, ten head of stall-fed cattle, twenty of pas-
ture-fed cattle and a hundred sheep and goats, as well as deer,
gazelles, roebucks and choice fowl. (1 Kings, 4:22-23)

Moses also said, "You will know that it was the Lord when He
gives you meat to eat in the evening and all the bread you
want in the morning." (Exodus, 16:8)
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From the basket of bread made without yeast, which is before
the Lord, take a loaf, and a cake made with oil, and a wafer. Put
all these in the hands of Aaron and his sons. (Exodus, 29:23)

At twilight you will eat meat, and in the morning you will be
filled with bread. Then you will know that I am the Lord
your God. (Exodus, 16:12)

So he did what the Lord had told him... The ravens brought
him bread and meat in the morning and bread and meat in the
evening, and he drank from the brook. (1 Kings, 17:5-6)

But he insisted so strongly that they did go with him and en-
tered his house. He prepared a meal for them, baking bread
without yeast, and they ate. (Genesis, 19:3)

Take wheat and barley, beans and lentils, millet and spelt; put

self. You are to eat it during the 390 days you lie on your side.

Weigh out twenty shekels of food to eat each day and eat it at
set times. (Ezekiel, 4:9-10)

Moses said to Aaron and his remaining sons,
Eleazar and Ithamar, "Take the grain offering
left over from the offerings made to the Lord
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by fire and eat it prepared without yeast beside the altar, for
it is most holy." (Leviticus, 10:12)

Along with his fellowship offering of thanksgiving he is to
present an offering with cakes of bread made with yeast.
(Leviticus, 7:13)

Grapes and grape molasses:

Narrated from Ibn Omar: They asked, "What is grape
essence?" ""Drink," he (the Prophet Muhammad [may God
bless him and grant him peace]) said. "That is what they
call the essence: They boil the must, two out of three parts

disappear, and one part remains."*

Ibn Zayd relates: ""The blessed Prophet (may God bless him
and grant him peace) loved grapes and melon among
fruits."s°

If you follow My decrees and are careful
to obey My commands, I will send you
rain in its season, and the ground will
yield its crops and the trees of the
field their fruit. Your threshing will
continue until grape harvest and
the grape harvest will continue
until planting, and you will
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eat all the food you want and live in safety in your land.
(Leviticus, 26:3-5)

For the Lord your God is bringing you into a good land—a land
with streams and pools of water, with springs flowing in the
valleys and hills; a land with wheat and barley, vines and fig
trees, pomegranates, olive oil and honey.

Of all drinks, he loved milk the best.>

He asked for water, and she gave him milk... (Judges, 5:25)

... She opened a skin of milk, gave him a drink, and covered
him up. (Judges, 4:19)

... A land flowing with milk and honey, the most beautiful
of all lands... (Ezekiel, 20:6)
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Pomegranates:

It is related in the Makarim that: "The blessed one's (the
Prophet Muhammad [may God bless him and grant him
peace]) favorite fruits were melon and pomegranate... He of-
ten ate pomegranates one by one."”

Al-Kulayni reports Omar ibn Aban al-Kulayni as saying: "'l
heard that Imam Bagqir and Imam Sadiq said 'The Prophet
(may God bless him and grant him peace) loved the pome-
granate best of all the fruits of the earth."'®

When they reached the Valley of Eshcol, they cut off a branch
bearing a single cluster of grapes. Two of them carried it on a
pole between them, along with some pomegranates and figs.
(Numbers, 13:23)

Is there yet any seed left in the barn? Until now, the vine and
the fig tree, the pomegranate and the olive tree have not borne
fruit.

The use of olive oil:

The Prophet Muhammad (may God bless him
and grant him peace): "Eat and use olive oil.
Because that oil is blessed.>”
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... Your food was fine flour, honey and
olive oil. You became very beautiful and
rose to be a queen.

This is what you are to do to consecrate them, so

they may serve Me as priests: Take a young bull

and two rams without defect. And from fine wheat flour,

without yeast, make bread, and cakes mixed with oil, and
wafers spread with oil. (Exodus, 29:1-2)

If he offers it as an expression of thankfulness, then along with
this thank offering he is to offer cakes of bread made without
yeast and mixed with oil, wafers made without yeast and
spread with oil, and cakes of fine flour well-kneaded and
mixed with oil. (Leviticus, 7:12)

If your grain offering is prepared on a griddle, it is to be made
of fine flour mixed with oil, and without yeast. Crumble it and

pour oil on it; it is a grain offering. If your grain offering is

cooked in a pan, it is to be made of fine flour and oil.
(Leviticus, 2:5-7)
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with the Sunnah of the Prophet Muhammad
(May God Bless Him and Grant Him Peace)
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The use of carnelian:
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The Prophet (may God bless him and grant him peace) used

a seal, on which were written the words "Muhammad, the

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Messenger of God," in three lines, to sign the bottom of the

letters he sent to the rulers of neighboring states. The words

were carved onto carnelian stone held in a silver clasp. The

Prophet (may God bless him and grant him peace) wore this
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on his finger in the form of a ring. He would remove it in or-

der to seal official documents he dictated, and he would re-
place it on his finger once the papers had been sealed. %°

They fashioned the breast piece—the work of a skilled crafts-
man. They made it like the ephod: of gold, and of blue, purple

and scarlet yarn, and of finely twisted linen. It was square—a
span long and a span wide—and folded double. Then they
mounted four rows of precious stones on it. In the first row
there was a ruby, a topaz and a beryl; in the second row a
turquoise, a sapphire and an emerald; in the third row a
jacinth, an agate and an amethyst; in the fourth row a chryso-
lite, an onyx and a jasper. They were mounted in gold filigree
settings... so that the breast piece would not swing out from the
ephod—as the Lord commanded Moses.

Fashion a breast piece for making decisions—the work of a
skilled craftsman. Make it like the ephod: of gold, and of blue,
purple and scarlet yarn, and of finely twisted linen. It is to be
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square—a span long and a span wide—and folded double.
Then mount four rows of precious stones on it. In the first row
there shall be a ruby, a topaz and a beryl; in the second row a
turquoise, a sapphire and an emerald; in the third row a
jacinth, an agate and an amethyst; in the fourth row a chryso-
lite, an onyx and a jasper. Mount them in gold filigree set-
tings... Make two more gold rings and attach them to the bot-
tom of the shoulder pieces on the front of the ephod, close to
the seam just above the waistband of the ephod. (Exodus,
28:15-20, 27)

The use of a signet ring:

Anas Malik (ra) says: ""The Prophet (inay God bless him
and grant him peace) had a ring made of silver and its (in-
laid) gem was also of silver. When the Prophet (may God
bless him and grant him peace) wanted to write to the
leaders of foreign states, he ordered a seal-ring to be made,
the brightness of which is still before my eyes. The inscrip-
tion engraved on the ring of the Prophet (may  God bless

him and grant him peace) was 'Muhammad Rasul God,’ of

which in the first line was engraved 'Muhammad,' in the
second line 'Rasul,’ and in the third line 'God".""*!
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A stone was brought and placed over the mouth of the den,
and the king sealed it with his own signet ring and with the
rings of his nobles, so that Daniel's situation might not be
changed. (Daniel, 6:17)

So the king took his signet ring from his finger and gave it to
Haman... These were written in the name of King Xerxes him-
self and sealed with his own ring. (Esther, 3:10, 12)

Now write another decree in the king's name... and seal it with
the king's signet ring—for no document written in the king's

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wardness of the simple will kill them, and the complacency of
fools will destroy them; but whoever listens to Me will live in
safety and be at ease, without fear of harm." (Proverbs, 1:20-33)

My son, if you accept My words and store up My commands
within you, turning your ear to wisdom and applying your heart
to understanding, and if you call out for insight and cry aloud for

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I walk in the way of righteousness, along the paths of justice... I
was filled with delight day after day, rejoicing always in His
presence, rejoicing in His whole world and delighting in man-
kind [sincere believers]. "Now then, My sons, listen to Me; bless-
ed are those who keep My ways. Listen to My instruction and
be wise; do not ignore it. Blessed is the man who listens to Me...
For whoever finds Me finds life and receives favor from the
Lord. But whoever fails to find Me harms himself... (Proverbs,
8:20, 31-36)

Understanding is a
fountain of life to those who have it, but folly brings punishment
to fools. A wise man's heart guides his mouth, and his lips pro-
mote instruction. Pleasant words are a honeycomb, sweet to the
soul and healing to the bones. There is a way that seems right to
a man, but in the end it leads to death [hell]... A scoundrel plots
evil, and his speech is like a scorching fire. A perverse

man stirs up dissension, and a gossip separates close

friends. A violent man entices his neighbor and leads

him down a path that is not good. He who winks with

his eye is plotting perversity; he who purses his lips

is bent on evil... Better a patient man than a warrior,

a man who controls his temper than one who

takes a city... Every decision is from the Lord.

(Proverbs, 16:1-33)

Better a dry crust with peace and quiet than a
house full of feasting, with strife... The cruci-
ble for silver and the furnace for gold, but the
Lord tests the heart. A wicked man listens to

evil lips; a liar pays attention to a malicious «
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tongue... Arrogant lips are unsuited to a fool—how much worse
lying lips to a ruler!... An evil man is bent only on rebellion... Bet-
ter to meet a bear robbed of her cubs than a fool in his folly. If a
man pays back evil for good, evil will never leave his house.
Starting a quarrel is like breaching a dam; so drop the matter be-
fore a dispute breaks out. Acquitting the guilty and condemning
the innocent—the Lord dislikes them both. Why is there money
in the hand of a fool to buy wisdom, seeing he has no under-
standing? A friend loves at all times, and a brother is born for
adversity... He who loves disobedience loves strife. He whose
tongue is deceitful falls into trouble. To have a fool for a son
brings grief... A cheerful heart is good medicine, but a crushed
spirit dries up the bones. A wicked man accepts a bribe in secret
to pervert the course of justice. A discerning man keeps wisdom
in view, but a fool's eyes wander to the ends of the earth... A man
of knowledge uses words with restraint, and a man of under-

standing is even-tempered. (Proverbs, 17:1-28)

An unfriendly man pursues selfish ends; he defies all sound judg-
ment. A fool finds no pleasure in understanding but delights in
airing his own opinions. When wickedness comes, so does con-
tempt, and with shame comes disgrace. The words of a man's
mouth are deep waters, but the fountain of wisdom is a bub-
bling brook. It is not good to be partial to the wicked or to de-
prive the innocent of justice. A fool's lips bring him strife... A
fool's mouth is his undoing, and his lips are a snare to his soul...
The wealth of the rich is their fortified city; they imagine it an un-
scalable wall. Before his downfall a man's heart is proud, but
humility comes before honor. He who answers before listen-

ing—that is his folly and his shame... The heart of the discerning
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acquires knowledge; the ears of the wise seek it out... A man of
many companions may come to ruin, but there is a friend who
sticks closer than a brother. (Proverbs, 18:1-24)

Better a poor man whose walk is blameless than a fool whose lips
are perverse. It is not good to have zeal without knowledge, nor
to be hasty and miss the way... A false witness will not go unpun-
ished, and he who pours out lies will not go free... he who cher-
ishes understanding prospers... A man's wisdom gives him pa-
tience; it is to his glory to overlook an offense... A prudent wife
is from the Lord. Laziness brings on deep sleep, and the shiftless
man goes hungry. He who obeys God's instructions guards his
life [gains paradise], but he who is contemptuous of his ways
will die [will be recompensed with the suffering in hell]. He
who is kind to the poor lends to the Lord, and He will reward
him for what he has done... Listen to advice and accept instruc-
tion, and in the end you will be wise.

Many a man claims to
have unfailing love, but a faithful man who can find? The right-
eous man leads a blameless life; blessed are his children after

him... Differing weights and differing measures—the Lord dis-
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likes them both... Ears that hear and eyes that see—the Lord has
made them both... Gold there is, and rubies in abundance, but
lips that speak knowledge are a rare jewel... Make plans by seek-
ing advice... Do not say, "T'll pay you back for this wrong! Wait
for the Lord, and He will deliver you. The Lord dislikes differing
weights, and dishonest scales do not please Him. A man's steps
are directed by the Lord... It is a trap for a man to dedicate some-
thing rashly... A wise king winnows out the wicked... The spirit
of man is the candle of the Lord [manifestation of God's
Light]... Love and faithfulness keep a king safe; through love his

throne is made secure. (Proverbs, 20:3-28)

The king's heart is in the hand of the Lord; He directs it like a wa-
tercourse wherever He pleases. All a man's ways seem right to
him, but the Lord weighs the heart. To do what is right and just
is more acceptable to the Lord than sacrifice. Haughty eyes and
a proud heart, the lamp of the wicked, are sin!... A fortune made
by a lying tongue is a fleeting vapor; they shall stumble upon the
snares of death. The violence of the wicked will drag them away,
for they refuse to do what is right. The way of the guilty is devi-
ous, but the conduct of the innocent is upright...

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sues righteousness and love finds life’, prosperity and honor...
The proud and arrogant man—"Mocker" is his name; he behaves
with overweening pride. The sluggard's craving will be the death
of him, because his hands refuse to work. All day long he craves
for more, but the righteous give without sparing... A wicked man
puts up a bold front, but an upright man gives thought to his
ways. There is no wisdom, no insight, no plan that can succeed
against the Lord. The horse is made ready for the day of battle,

but victory rests with the Lord. (Proverbs, 21:1-31)

... To be esteemed is better than silver or gold. Rich and poor have
this in common: The Lord is the Maker of them all... Humility
and the fear of the Lord bring wealth and honor and life. In the
paths of the wicked lie thorns and snares, but he who guards his
soul stays far from them.

Do not exploit the poor because
they are poor and do not crush the needy in court, for the Lord
will take up their case... Do not make friends with a hot-tempered
man, do not associate with one easily angered, or you may learn

his ways and get yourself ensnared. (Proverbs, 22:17-25)

Apply your heart to instruction and your ears to words of knowl-
edge. Do not withhold discipline from a child... My son, if your
heart is wise, then my heart will be glad; my inmost being will re-
joice when your lips speak what is right. Do not let your heart
envy sinners, but always be zealous for the fear of the Lord.
There is surely a future hope for you, and your hope will not be
cut off. Listen, my son, and be wise, and keep your heart on the
right path... do not despise your mother when she is old. Buy
the truth and do not sell it; get wisdom, discipline and under-
standing.

Do you see
a man wise in his own eyes? There is more hope for a fool than
for him... As a door turns on its hinges, so a sluggard turns on his
bed. The sluggard buries his hand in the dish; he is too lazy to
bring it back to his mouth. The sluggard is wiser in his own eyes
than seven men who answer discreetly... Without wood a fire
goes out; without gossip a quarrel dies down. As charcoal to em-
bers and as wood to fire, so is a quarrelsome man for kindling
strife...

Anger is cruel and fury overwhelming... Better is open rebuke
than hidden love. Wounds from a friend can be trusted... Per-
fume and incense bring joy to the heart, and the earnest counsel

As iron sharpens iron, so one man sharpens another... As water
reflects a face, so a man's heart reflects the man.

arwinism, in other words the theory of evolution, was put
forward with the aim of denying the fact of Creation, but is
in truth nothing but failed, unscientific nonsense. This theo-
ry, which claims that life emerged by chance from inanimate matter,
was invalidated by the scientific evidence of miraculous order in the
universe and in living things, as well as by the discovery of more than
300 million fossils revealing that evolution never happened. In this
way, science confirmed the fact that Allah created the universe and the
living things in it. The propaganda carried out today in order to keep the
theory of evolution alive is based solely on the distortion of the scientific
facts, biased interpretation, and lies and falsehoods disguised as science.
Yet this propaganda cannot conceal the truth. The fact that the the-
ory of evolution is the greatest deception in the history of science has
been expressed more and more in the scientific world over the last 20-30
years. Research carried out after the 1980s in particular has revealed that
the claims of Darwinism are totally unfounded, something that has been
stated by a large number of scientists. In the United States in particular,
many scientists from such different fields as biology, biochemistry and
paleontology recognize the invalidity of Darwinism and employ the fact
of Creation to account for the origin of life.
We have examined the collapse of the theory of evolution and the
proofs of Creation in great scientific detail in many of our works, and are
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still continuing to do so. Given the enormous importance of this subject,

it will be of great benefit to summarize it here.

The Scientific Collapse of Darwinism

As a pagan doctrine going back as far as an-
cient Greece, the theory of evolution was ad-
vanced extensively in the nineteenth century.

The most important development that made it

the top topic of the world of science was

Charles Darwin's The Origin of Species, pub-

lished in 1859. In this book, he opposed, in

his own eyes, the fact that Allah created dif-

ferent living species on Earth separately, for

he erroneously claimed that all living beings

had a common ancestor and had diversified over .

time through small changes. Darwin's theory was

not based on any concrete scientific finding; as he also

accepted, it was just an "assumption." Moreover, as Darwin confessed in

the long chapter of his book titled "Difficulties on Theory," the theory

failed in the face of many critical questions.

Darwin invested all of his hopes in new scientific discoveries, which
he expected to solve these difficulties. However, contrary to his expecta-
tions, scientific findings expanded the dimensions of these difficulties.
The defeat of Darwinism in the face of science can be reviewed under
three basic topics:

1) The theory cannot explain how life originated on Earth.

2) No scientific finding shows that the "evolutionary mechanisms"
proposed by the theory have any evolutionary power at all.

3) The fossil record proves the exact opposite of what the theory sug-
gests.

In this section, we will examine these three basic points in general

The Origin of Life

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Similarly, maggots developing in rotting
meat was assumed to be evidence of spon-
taneous generation. However, it was later
understood that worms did not appear
on meat spontaneously, but were car-
ried there by flies in the form of lar-
vae, invisible to the naked eye.
Even when Darwin wrote The
Origin of Species, the belief that bacteria
could come into existence from non-liv-
ing matter was widely accepted in the
world of science. g I
Russian biologist
However, five years after the publica- Alexander Oparin
tion of Darwin's book, Louis Pasteur an-
nounced his results after long studies and experiments, that disproved
spontaneous generation, a cornerstone of Darwin's theory. In his tri-
umphal lecture at the Sorbonne in 1864, Pasteur said: "Never will the
doctrine of spontaneous generation recover from the mortal blow
struck by this simple experiment."®
For a long time, advocates of the theory of evolution resisted these
findings. However, as the development of science unraveled the complex
structure of the cell of a living being, the idea that life could come into be-
ing coincidentally faced an even greater impasse.

Inconclusive Efforts of the Twentieth Century

The first evolutionist who took up the subject of the origin of life in
the twentieth century was the renowned Russian biologist Alexander
Oparin. With various theses he advanced in the 1930s, he tried to prove
that a living cell could originate by coincidence. These studies, however,
were doomed to failure, and Oparin had to make the following confession:

Unfortunately, however, the problem of the origin of the cell is per-

haps the most obscure point in the whole study of the evolution of

organisms.®
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Evolutionist followers of Oparin tried to carry out experiments to
solve this problem. The best known experiment was carried out by the
American chemist Stanley Miller in 1953. Combining the gases he alleged
to have existed in the primordial Earth's atmosphere in an experiment
set-up, and adding energy to the mixture, Miller synthesized several or-
ganic molecules (amino acids) present in the structure of proteins.

Barely a few years had passed before it was revealed that this ex-
periment, which was then presented as an important step in the name
of evolution, was invalid, for the atmosphere used in the experiment
was very different from the real Earth conditions.®

After a long silence, Miller confessed that the atmosphere medium
he used was unrealistic.

All the evolutionists' efforts throughout the twentieth century to
explain the origin of life ended in failure. The geochemist Jeffrey Bada,
from the San Diego Scripps Institute accepts this fact in an article pub-
lished in Earth magazine in 1998:

Today as we leave the twentieth century, we still face the biggest un-
solved problem that we had when we entered the twentieth centu-
ry: How did life originate on Earth?%

The Complex Structure of Life

The primary reason why evolutionists ended up in such a great im-
passe regarding the origin of life is that even those living organisms Dar-
winists deemed to be the simplest have outstandingly complex features. The
cell of a living thing is more complex than all of our man-made technologi-
cal products. Today, even in the most developed laboratories of the world,
no single protein of the cell, let alone a living cell itself, can be produced
by bringing organic chemicals together.

The conditions required for the formation of a cell are too great in
quantity to be explained away by coincidences.

However, there is no need to explain the situation with these details.
Evolutionists are at a dead-end even before reaching the stage of the cell.

That is because the probability of just a single protein, an essential building




block of the cell, coming into being by

chance is mathematically "0."

The main reason for this is the
need for other proteins to be present
if one protein is to form, and this com-
pletely eradicates the possibility of
chance formation. This fact by itself is
sufficient to eliminate the evolutionist
claim of chance right from the outset. To
summarize,

1. Protein cannot be synthesized without
enzymes, and enzymes are all proteins.

2. Around 100 proteins need to be present in
order for a single protein to be synthesized. There
therefore need to be proteins for proteins to exist.

3. DNA manufactures the protein-synthesizing
enzymes. Protein cannot be synthesized without DNA.
DNA is therefore also needed in order for proteins to
form.

One of the facts nullifying the theory of evolu-
tion is the incredibly complex structure of life.
The DNA molecule located in the nucleus of
cells of living beings is an example of this. The
DNA is a sort of databank formed of the
arrangement of four different molecules in
different sequences. This databank con-

of that living being. When the human

DNA is put into writing, it is calcu-

lated that this would result in an
encyclopedia made up of 900

volumes.

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4. All the organelles in the cell have important tasks in protein syn-
thesis. In other words, in order for proteins to form a perfect and fully
functioning cell needs to exist together with all its organelles.
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The DNA molecule, which is located in the nucleus of a cell and
which stores genetic information, is a magnificient databank. If the infor-
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mation coded in DNA were written down, it would make a giant library
consisting of an estimated 900 volumes of encyclopedias consisting of 500

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A very interesting dilemma emerges at this point: DNA can replicate
itself only with the help of some specialized proteins (enzymes). Howev-
er, the synthesis of these enzymes can be realized only by the information
coded in DNA. As they both depend on each other, they have to exist at
the same time for replication. This brings the scenario that life originated

b
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by itself to a deadlock. Prof. Leslie Orgel, an evolutionist of repute from
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the University of San Diego, California, confesses this fact in the Septem-

ber 1994 issue of the Scientific American magazine:
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It is extremely improbable that proteins and nucleic acids, both of
which are structurally complex, arose spontaneously in the same

place at the same time. Yet it also seems impossible to have one with-

out the other. And so, at first glance, one might have to conclude that

life could never, in fact, have originated by chemical means.®”

No doubt, if it is impossible for life to have originated spontaneous-
ly as a result of blind coincidences, then it has to be accepted that life was
created. This fact explicitly invalidates the theory of evolution, whose

main purpose is to deny Creation.

Imaginary Mechanism of Evolution

The second important point that negates Darwin's theory is that
both concepts put forward by the theory as "evolutionary mechanisms"
were understood to have, in reality, no evolutionary power.

Darwin based his evolution allegation entirely on the mechanism of
"natural selection.” The importance he placed on this mechanism was ev-
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According to natural selection, the fittest living things and those best able
to adapt to their environment survive, while the others die out. Evolution-
ists, however, maintain that natural selection evolves living things and
gives rise to new species. The fact is, however, that no such conse-
quences result from natural selection, and not a single piece of evidence
supports that claim.

ident in the name of his book: The Origin of Species, By Means of Natural Se-
lection...

Natural selection holds that those living things that are stronger and
more suited to the natural conditions of their habitats will survive in the
struggle for life. For example, in a deer herd under the threat of attack by
wild animals, those that can run faster will survive. Therefore, the deer
herd will be comprised of faster and stronger individuals. However, un-
questionably, this mechanism will not cause deer to evolve and transform
themselves into another living species, for instance, horses.

Therefore, the mechanism of natural selection has no evolutionary
power. Darwin was also aware of this fact and had to state this in his
book The Origin of Species:

Natural selection can do nothing until favourable individual differ-
ences or variations occur.®®
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Lamarck’s Impact

So, how could these "favorable variations"

occur? Darwin tried to answer this question from

the standpoint of the primitive understanding

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Lamarck believed that giraffes
evolved from animals resembling
antelopes. In his view, these crea-
tures’ necks grew as they
stretched up to eat the leaves on
trees, and they gradually turned in-
to giraffes. The laws of inheritance
discovered by Mendel in 1865
proved that it was impossible for
characteristics acquired during the
course of life to be handed on to
later generations. Thus Lamarck’s
just-so story was consigned to the
wastebasket of history.
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Darwin also gave similar examples. In his book The Origin of Species,
for instance, he said that some bears going into water to find food trans-
formed themselves into whales over time.®

However, the laws of inheritance discovered by Gregor Mendel
(1822-84) and verified by the science of genetics, which flourished in the
twentieth century, utterly demolished the legend that acquired traits
were passed on to subsequent generations. Thus, natural selection fell out

of favor as an evolutionary mechanism.

Neo-Darwinism and Mutations

In order to find a solution, Darwinists advanced the "Modern Syn-
thetic Theory," or as it is more commonly known, Neo-Darwinism, at the
end of the 1930s. Neo-Darwin-
ism added mutations, which are
distortions formed in the genes
of living beings due to such ex-
ternal factors as radiation or
replication errors, as the "cause
of favorable variations" in addi-
tion to natural mutation.

Today, the model that Dar-
winists espouse, despite their
own awareness of its scientific
invalidity, is neo-Darwinism.

theory: Mutations do not cause living beings to develop; on the con-
trary, they are always harmful.

The reason for this is very simple: DNA has a very complex struc-
ture, and random effects can only harm it. The American geneticist B. G.
Ranganathan explains this as follows:

First, genuine mutations are very rare in nature. Secondly, most mu-
tations are harmful since they are random, rather than orderly
changes in the structure of genes; any random change in a highly or-
dered system will be for the worse, not for the better. For example,
if an earthquake were to shake a highly ordered structure such as
a building, there would be a random change in the framework of
the building which, in all probability, would not be an improve-
ment.”
Not surprisingly, no mutation example, which is useful, that is,
which is observed to develop the genetic code, has been observed so far.
All mutations have proved to be harmful. It was understood that muta-

tion, which is presented as an "evolutionary mechanism," is actually a ge-
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netic occurrence that harms living things, and leaves them disabled. (The
most common effect of mutation on human beings is cancer.) Of course,
a destructive mechanism cannot be an "evolutionary mechanism." Natur-
al selection, on the other hand, "can do nothing by itself," as Darwin also
accepted. This fact shows us that there is no "evolutionary mechanism"
in nature. Since no evolutionary mechanism exists, no such imaginary
process called "evolution" could have taken place.
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The Fossil Record:
No Sign of Intermediate Forms
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The clearest evidence that the scenario suggested by the theory of
evolution did not take place is the fossil record.
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According to the unscientific supposition of this theory, every living
species has sprung from a predecessor. A previously existing species
turned into something else over time and all species have come into be-
ing in this way. In other words, this transformation proceeds gradually
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over millions of years.
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Had this been the case, numerous intermediary species should have
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existed and lived within this long transformation period.
For instance, some half-fish/half-reptiles should have lived in the
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past which had acquired some reptilian traits in addition to the fish traits
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they already had. Or there should have existed some reptile-birds, which

acquired some bird traits in addition to the reptilian traits they already
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had. Since these would be in a transitional phase, they should be dis-
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abled, defective, crippled living beings. Evolutionists refer to these imag-

inary creatures, which they believe to have lived in the past, as "transi-
tional forms."
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If such animals ever really existed, there should be millions and
even billions of them in number and variety. More importantly, the re-

bedded in countless numbers in the crust of the earth?... Why then is

not every geological formation and every stratum full of such inter-
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mediate links?72
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Darwin’s Hopes Shattered

However, although evolutionists have been making strenuous ef-
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forts to find fossils since the middle of the nineteenth century all over the
world, no transitional forms have yet been uncovered. All of the fossils,
contrary to the evolutionists' expectations, show that life appeared on
Earth all of a sudden and fully-formed.

One famous British paleontologist, Derek V. Ager, admits this fact,
even though he is an evolutionist:

The point emerges that if we examine the fossil record in detail,

whether at the level of orders or of species, we find-over and over

again—not gradual evolution, but the sudden explosion of one
group at the expense of another.”

This means that in the fossil record, all living species suddenly
emerge as fully formed, without any intermediate forms in between.
This is just the opposite of Darwin's assumptions. Also, this is very strong
evidence that all living things are created. The only explanation of a liv-

evolutionary ancestor is that it was created. This fact is admitted also by
the widely known evolutionist biologist Douglas Futuyma:

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The Tale of Human Evolution

The subject most often brought up by advocates of the theory of evo-
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lution is the subject of the origin of man. The Darwinist claim holds that
man evolved from so-called ape-like creatures. During this alleged evo-
lutionary process, which is supposed to have started 4-5 million years

print pictures of the imaginary

“primitive” man. The only available source for

these imaginary pictures is the imagination of the

artist. However, evolutionary theory has been so dented

by scientific data that today we see less and less of it in the serious press.
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ago, some "transitional forms" between man and his imaginary ancestors
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are supposed to have existed. According to this completely imaginary
scenario, four basic "categories” are listed:

Evolutionists call man's so-called first ape-like ancestors Australop-
ithecus, which means "South African ape."” These living beings are actual-
ly nothing but an old ape species that has become extinct. Extensive re-
search done on various Australopithecus specimens by two world fa-
mous anatomists from England and the USA, namely, Lord Solly Zuck-
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erman and Prof. Charles Oxnard, shows that these apes belonged to an
ordinary ape species that became extinct and bore no resemblance to hu-
mans.”

Evolutionists classify the next stage of human evolution as "homo,"
that is "man." According to their claim, the living beings in the Homo se-
ries are more developed than Australopithecus. Evolutionists devise a fan-
ciful evolution scheme by arranging different fossils of these creatures in
a particular order. This scheme is imaginary because it has never been
proved that there is an evolutionary relation between these different
classes. Ernst Mayr, one of the twentieth century's most important evolu-
tionists, contends in his book One Long Argument that "particularly his-
torical [puzzles] such as the origin of life or of Homo sapiens, are ex-
tremely difficult and may even resist a final, satisfying explanation."”®

By outlining the link chain as Australopithecus > Homo habilis > Ho-
mo erectus > Homo sapiens, evolutionists imply that each of these species is
one another's ancestor. However, recent findings of paleoanthropologists
have revealed that Australopithecus, Homo habilis, and Homo erectus lived
at different parts of the world at the same time.””

Moreover, a certain seg-

ment of humans classified as
Homo erectus have lived up un-
til very modern times. Homo
sapiens neandarthalensis and
Homo sapiens sapiens (man)
co-existed in the same region.”

This situation apparently
indicates the invalidity of the

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claim that they are ancestors of one another. Stephen Jay Gould explained
this deadlock of the theory of evolution although he was himself one of
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the leading advocates of evolution in the twentieth century:
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What has become of our ladder if there are three coexisting lineages

of hominids (A. africanus, the robust australopithecines, and H. ha-
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bilis), none clearly derived from another? Moreover, none of the

three display any evolutionary trends during their tenure on earth.”
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Put briefly, the scenario of human evolution, which is "upheld" with
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the help of various drawings of some "half ape, half human" creatures ap-

pearing in the media and course books, that is, frankly, by means of pro-

paganda, is nothing but a tale with no scientific foundation.
Lord Solly Zuckerman, one of the most famous and respected scien-
tists in the U.K., who carried out research on this subject for years and
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studied Australopithecus fossils for 15 years, finally concluded, despite be-
ing an evolutionist himself, that there is, in fact, no such family tree

branching out from ape-like creatures to man.
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Zuckerman also made an interesting "spectrum of science" ranging

from those he considered scientific to those he considered unscientific. Ac-

T

cording to Zuckerman's spectrum, the most "scientific" — that is, depending
on concrete data — fields of science are chemistry and physics. After them
come the biological sciences and then the social sciences. At the far end of
the spectrum, which is the part considered to be most "unscientific," are "ex-
tra-sensory perception” — concepts such as telepathy and sixth sense — and
finally "human evolution." Zuckerman explains his reasoning;:
We then move right off the register of objective truth into those
fields of presumed biological science, like extrasensory perception
or the interpretation of man's fossil history, where to the faithful
[evolutionist] anything is possible — and where the ardent believer
[in evolution] is sometimes able to believe several contradictory
things at the same time.*
The tale of human evolution boils down to nothing but the preju-
diced interpretations of some fossils unearthed by certain people, who
blindly adhere to their theory.
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Darwinian Formula!

Besides all the technical evidence we have dealt with so far, let us
now for once, examine what kind of a superstition the evolutionists have
with an example so simple as to be understood even by children:

The theory of evolution asserts that life is formed by chance. Ac-
cording to this irrational claim, lifeless and unconscious atoms came to-
gether to form the cell and then they somehow formed other living
things, including man. Let us think about that. When we bring together
the elements that are the building-blocks of life such as carbon, phospho-
rus, nitrogen and potassium, only a heap is formed. No matter what treat-
ments it undergoes, this atomic heap cannot form even a single living be-
ing. If you like, let us formulate an "experiment" on this subject and let us
examine on the behalf of evolutionists what they really claim without
pronouncing loudly under the name "Darwinian formula":

Let evolutionists put plenty of materials present in the composition
of living things such as phosphorus, nitrogen, carbon, oxygen, iron, and
magnesium into big barrels. Moreover, let them add in these barrels any
material that does not exist under normal conditions, but they think as
necessary. Let them add in this mixture as many amino acids and as
many proteins as they like. Let them expose these mixtures to as much
heat and moisture as they like. Let them stir these with whatever techno-
logically developed device they like. Let them put the foremost scientists
beside these barrels. Let these experts wait in turn beside these barrels for
billions, and even trillions of years. Let them be free to use all kinds of
conditions they believe to be necessary for a human's formation. No mat-
ter what they do, they cannot produce from these barrels a human, say
a professor that examines his cell structure under the electron micro-
scope. They cannot produce giraffes, lions, bees, canaries, horses, dol-
phins, roses, orchids, lilies, carnations, bananas, oranges, apples, dates,
tomatoes, melons, watermelons, figs, olives, grapes, peaches, peafowls,
pheasants, multicoloured butterflies, or millions of other living beings
such as these. Indeed, they could not obtain even a single cell of any one
of them.
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Briefly, unconscious atoms cannot form the cell by coming togeth-
er. They cannot take a new decision and divide this cell into two, then
take other decisions and create the professors who first invent the elec-
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tron microscope and then examine their own cell structure under that mi-
croscope. Matter is an unconscious, lifeless heap, and it comes to life
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with Allah's superior Creation.
The theory of evolution, which claims the opposite, is a total fallacy
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completely contrary to reason. Thinking even a little bit on the claims of
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evolutionists discloses this reality, just as in the above example.

Technology in the Eye and the Ear

Another subject that remains unanswered by evolutionary theory is
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the excellent quality of perception in the eye and the ear.

Before passing on to the subject of the eye, let us briefly answer the
question of how we see. Light rays coming from an object fall oppositely on
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the eye's retina. Here, these light rays are transmitted into electric signals by
cells and reach a tiny spot at the back of the brain, the "center of vision."
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These electric signals are perceived in this center as an image after a series
of processes. With this technical background, let us do some thinking.

The brain is insulated from light. That means that its inside is com-
pletely dark, and that no light reaches the place where it is located. Thus,
the "center of vision" is never touched by light and may even be the dark-
est place you have ever known. However, you observe a luminous, bright
world in this pitch darkness.

The image formed in the eye is so sharp and distinct that even the
technology of the twentieth century has not been able to attain it. For
instance, look at the book you are reading, your hands with which you
are holding it, and then lift your head and look around you. Have you
ever seen such a sharp and distinct image as this one at any other place?
Even the most developed television screen produced by the greatest tele-
vision producer in the world cannot provide such a sharp image for you.
This is a three-dimensional, colored, and extremely sharp image. For
more than 100 years, thousands of engineers have been trying to achieve
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this sharpness. Factories, huge premises were established, much research
has been done, plans and designs have been made for this purpose.
Again, look at a TV screen and the book you hold in your hands. You will
see that there is a big difference in sharpness and distinction. Moreover,
the TV screen shows you a two-dimensional image, whereas with your
eyes, you watch a three-dimensional perspective with depth.

For many years, tens of thousands of engineers have tried to make a
three-dimensional TV and achieve the vision quality of the eye. Yes, they
have made a three-dimensional television system, but it is not possible to
watch it without putting on special 3-D glasses; moreover, it is only an ar-
tificial three-dimension. The background is more blurred, the foreground
appears like a paper setting. Never has it been possible to produce a sharp
and distinct vision like that of the eye. In both the camera and the televi-
sion, there is a loss of image quality.

Evolutionists claim that the mechanism producing this sharp and
distinct image has been formed by chance. Now, if somebody told you
that the television in your room was formed as a result of chance, that all
of its atoms just happened to come together and make up this device that
produces an image, what would you think? How can atoms do what

thousands of people cannot?

Compared with modern cam-
eras and sound recording
equipment, the eye and ear are
far more complex and much
more flawlessly created.
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If a device producing a more primitive image than the eye could not

have been formed by chance, then it is very evident that the eye and the

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uation applies to the ear. The outer ear picks up the available sounds by the
auricle and directs them to the middle ear, the middle ear transmits the

sound vibrations by intensifying them, and the inner ear sends these vi-
brations to the brain by translating them into electric signals. Just as with
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the eye, the act of hearing finalizes in the center of hearing in the brain.
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The situation in the eye is also true for the ear. That is, the brain is

insulated from sound just as it is from light. It does not let any sound in.
Therefore, no matter how noisy is the outside, the inside of the brain is

b
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completely silent. Nevertheless, the sharpest sounds are perceived in the
brain. In your completely silent brain, you listen to symphonies, and

hear all of the noises in a crowded place. However, were the sound lev-
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el in your brain measured by a precise device at that moment, complete

silence would be found to be prevailing there.
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As is the case with imagery, decades of effort have been spent in try-
ing to generate and reproduce sound that is faithful to the original. The
results of these efforts are sound recorders, high-fidelity systems, and

systems for sensing sound. Despite all of this technology and the thou-
sands of engineers and experts who have been working on this endeavor,
no sound has yet been obtained that has the same sharpness and clarity
as the sound perceived by the ear. Think of the highest-quality hi-fi sys-
tems produced by the largest company in the music industry. Even in
these devices, when sound is recorded some of it is lost; or when you turn
on a hi-fi you always hear a hissing sound before the music starts. How-
ever, the sounds that are the products of the human body's technology
are extremely sharp and clear. A human ear never perceives a sound ac-
companied by a hissing sound or with atmospherics as does a hi-fi;
rather, it perceives sound exactly as it is, sharp and clear. This is the way
it has been since the Creation of man.

So far, no man-made visual or recording apparatus has been as sen-
sitive and successful in perceiving sensory data as are the eye and the ear.
However, as far as seeing and hearing are concerned, a far greater truth
lies beyond all this.
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To Whom Does the Consciousness that Sees and
Hears Within the Brain Belong?

Who watches an alluring world in the brain, listens to symphonies
and the twittering of birds, and smells the rose?

The stimulations coming from a person's eyes, ears, and nose travel
to the brain as electro-chemical nerve impulses. In biology, physiology,
and biochemistry books, you can find many details about how this image
forms in the brain. However, you will never come across the most im-
portant fact: Who perceives these electro-chemical nerve impulses as im-
ages, sounds, odors, and sensory events in the brain? There is a con-
sciousness in the brain that perceives all this without feeling any need
for an eye, an ear, and a nose. To whom does this consciousness belong?
Of course it does not belong to the nerves, the fat layer, and neurons com-
prising the brain. This is why Darwinist-materialists, who believe that
everything is comprised of matter, cannot answer these questions.

For this consciousness is the spirit created by Allah, which needs
neither the eye to watch the images nor the ear to hear the sounds. Fur-
thermore, it does not need the brain to think.

Everyone who reads this explicit and scientific fact should ponder
on Almighty Allah, and fear and seek refuge in Him, for He squeezes the
entire universe in a pitch-dark place of a few cubic centimeters in a three-

dimensional, colored, shadowy, and luminous form.

A Materialist Faith

The information we have presented so far shows us that the theory of
evolution is incompatible with scientific findings. The theory's claim re-
garding the origin of life is inconsistent with science, the evolutionary
mechanisms it proposes have no evolutionary power, and fossils demon-
strate that the required intermediate forms have never existed. So, it cer-
tainly follows that the theory of evolution should be pushed aside as an un-
scientific idea. This is how many ideas, such as the Earth-centered universe

model, have been taken out of the agenda of science throughout history.
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However, the theory of evolution is kept on the agenda of science.

Some people even try to represent criticisms directed against it as an "at-
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tack on science.” Why?

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The reason is that this theory is an indispensable dogmatic belief for
some circles. These circles are blindly devoted to materialist philosophy

and adopt Darwinism because it is the only materialist explanation that can
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be put forward to explain the workings of nature.

Interestingly enough, they also confess this fact from time to time. A
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well-known geneticist and an outspoken evolutionist, Richard C. Lewon-

tin from Harvard University, confesses that he is "first and foremost a ma-

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contrary, that we are forced by our a priori adherence to material caus-

es to create an apparatus of investigation and a set of concepts that pro-
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duce material explanations, no matter how counter-intuitive, no mat-
ter how mystifying to the uninitiated. Moreover, that materialism is

absolute, so we cannot allow a Divine [intervention]...8!
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These are explicit statements that Darwinism is a dogma kept alive
just for the sake of adherence to materialism. This dogma maintains that
there is no being save matter. Therefore, it argues that inanimate, uncon-
scious matter brought life into being. It insists that millions of different
living species (e.g., birds, fish, giraffes, tigers, insects, trees, flowers,
whales, and human beings) originated as a result of the interactions be-
tween matter such as pouring rain, lightning flashes, and so on, out of
inanimate matter. This is a precept contrary both to reason and science.
Yet Darwinists continue to ignorantly defend it just so as not to acknowl-
edge, in their own eyes, the evident existence of Allah.

Anyone who does not look at the origin of living beings with a ma-
terialist prejudice sees this evident truth: All living beings are works of
a Creator, Who is All-Powerful, All-Wise, and All-Knowing. This Creator
is Allah, Who created the whole universe from non-existence, in the most

perfect form, and fashioned all living beings.

We live our whole life in our brains. People we see, flowers we
smell, music we hear, fruit we taste, the moisture we feel with
our hands—all these are impressions that become "reality"” in
the brain.

The Theory of Evolution:
The Most Potent Spell in the World

Anyone free of prejudice and the influence of any particular ideology,
who uses only his or her reason and logic, will clearly understand that be-
lief in the theory of evolution, which brings to mind the superstitions of so-

cieties with no knowledge of science or civilization, is quite impossible.
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As explained above, those who believe in the theory of evolution think

that a few atoms and molecules thrown into a huge vat could produce
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thinking, reasoning professors and university students; such scientists as

L
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Einstein and Galileo; such artists as Humphrey Bogart, Frank Sinatra and
Luciano Pavarotti; as well as antelopes, lemon trees, and carnations. More-
over, as the scientists and professors who believe in this nonsense are edu-
cated people, it is quite justifiable to speak of this theory as "the most potent
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spell in history." Never before has any other belief or idea so taken away
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peoples’ powers of reason, refused to allow them to think intelligently and
logically, and hidden the truth from them as if they had been blindfolded.
This is an even worse and unbelievable blindness than the totem worship in

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some parts of Africa, the people of Saba worshipping the Sun, the tribe of
the Prophet Abraham (pbuh) worshipping idols they had made with their

own hands, or some among the people of the Prophet Moses (pbuh) wor-
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shipping the Golden Calf.

In fact, Allah has pointed to this lack of reason in the Qur'an. In many
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verses, He reveals that some peoples' minds will be closed and that they will

be powerless to see the truth. Some of these verses are as follows:

As for those who do not believe, it makes no difference to them

H .-:.'I'IH.I:-\.__T

whether you warn them or do not warn them, they will not be-
lieve. Allah has sealed up their hearts and hearing and over their
eyes is a blindfold. They will have a terrible punishment. (Surat
al-Baqara, 6-7)

... They have hearts with which they do not understand. They have
eyes with which they do not see. They have ears with which they
do not hear. Such people are like cattle. No, they are even further
astray! They are the unaware. (Surat al-A'raf, 179)

Even if We opened up to them a door into heaven, and they spent

the day ascending through it, they would only say: "Our eyesight

is befuddled! Or rather we have been put under a spell!" (Surat al-

Hijr, 14-15)

Words cannot express just how astonishing it is that this spell
should hold such a wide community in thrall, keep people from the truth,
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and not be broken for 150 years. It is understandable that one or a few
people might believe in impossible scenarios and claims full of stupidity
and illogicality. However, "magic" is the only possible explanation for
people from all over the world believing that unconscious and lifeless
atoms suddenly decided to come together and form a universe that func-
tions with a flawless system of organization, discipline, reason, and con-
sciousness; a planet named Earth with all of its features so perfectly suit-
ed to life; and living things full of countless complex systems.

In fact, in the Qur'an Allah relates the incident of the Prophet Moses
(pbuh) and Pharaoh to show that some people who support atheistic
philosophies actually influence others by magic. When Pharaoh was told
about the true religion, he told the Prophet Moses (pbuh) to meet with his
own magicians. When the Prophet Moses (pbuh) did so, he told them to
demonstrate their abilities first. The verses continue:

He said: "You throw." And when they threw, they cast a spell on

the people's eyes and caused them to feel great fear of them. They

produced an extremely powerful magic. (Surat al-A'raf, 116)

As we have seen, Pharaoh's magicians were able to deceive every-
one, apart from the Prophet Moses (pbuh) and those who believed in him.
However, his evidence broke the spell, or "swallowed up what they had

forged," as revealed in the verse:

We revealed to Moses: "Throw down your staff." And it immedi-
ately swallowed up what they had forged. So the Truth took place
and what they did was shown to be false. (Surat al-A'raf, 117-118)

As we can see, when people realized that a spell had been cast upon
them and that what they saw was just an illusion, Pharaoh's magicians
lost all credibility. In the present day too, unless those who, under the in-
fluence of a similar spell, believe in these ridiculous claims under their
scientific disguise and spend their lives defending them, abandon their
superstitious beliefs, they also will be humiliated when the full truth
emerges and the spell is broken. In fact, world-renowned British writer
and philosopher Malcolm Muggeridge, who was an atheist defending
evolution for some 60 years, but who subsequently realized the truth, re-
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veals the position in which the theory of evolution would find itself in the
near future in these terms:

I myself am convinced that the theory of evolution, especially the ex-
tent to which it's been applied, will be one of the great jokes in the his-
tory books in the future. Posterity will marvel that so very flimsy and
dubious an hypothesis could be accepted with the incredible credulity
that it has.®

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That future is not far off: On the contrary, people will soon see that
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"chance" is not a deity, and will look back on the theory of evolution as
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the worst deceit and the most terrible spell in the world. That spell is al-
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ready rapidly beginning to be lifted from the shoulders of people all over

the world. Many people who see its true face are wondering with amaze-
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ment how they could ever have been taken in by it.
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They said, “Glory be to You!
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We have no knowledge except
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what You have taught us. You are
the All-Knowing, the All-Wise.”
(Surat al-Baqgara, 32)
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
